Mr. Bryan said it was impossible to

A· »11 of yon doubtless know, Section 84
of the Charter of this city provide«, among
other thing·, tbat tbe Mayor shall receive for
oIj »cívicos, annually, a just and reasonable
oiupeneation, to bo allowed by tbo City Conn-
oil, which shall not ba increased or diminish¬
ed during tbo period for which He shall bave
been elected, uor shall tbe salaries of any
municipal offiaer be increased or diminitbed
during tbe period for which he (ball bave
been elected.
In my opinion Ibis provision refers to the

officers wbo are named ic the charter and are
elected by the people, vis : Mayor, Auditor
of Public Accounts, Cleric of Gas, Collector ol
Taxes, Attorney for tbe Corporation, Inepto-
tor anil Measurer of wood aud bark, and tbe
Inerector of Lumber, and my reason» fir
forming tbis opinion are, that tbe office of
tbe City Engineer was nut in existence ait the
time of tbe passage of tbis Section of the
Charter, wss not created by Ue Charter, bat
was created by Ordinance of tbe City Coun¬
cil, and cm undoubtedly be abolished by the
samo power which created it, exactly as the
office of City Hut veyor waa abolished by the
Ordinance which created tbo office of City
Engineer (bee Acts and joint resolutions of tbe
Citv Ceunc 1 of Alexandria from September
1802, to September 1896, page 183).
Having this power to abolish tho office

would unquestionably give tbe City Council
tho power of reducing, indeed of putting an
end to tbo salary of the City Engineer.
The leadirg authority on the law of mu¬

nicipal corporation», Judge Dillon, says on
this »objectât Bectiou 231, of bis work on

Municipal Corporations."A municipal cor

poration aaay, unless restrained by charter,
abolish aa olii ? created by ordinance; and
may also, unless tbe employment is in the
naturo of a contract, reluce or otberwiae reg¬
alate the salaries and fees of its officers ac¬

cording to its view of expediency and right.
"Although an oiker may be elected or ap¬

pointed for a fixed period, yet where he is not
boand and cannot be compelled to serve for
the whole time, such election or appointment
cannot be considered a contract to hire for a
stipulated Uno.

"Ordinance» tixing salaries are not in tliu na¬

ture of contracts with officers."
Throop on Public Ulli ;era at Fectioo 444,

treats this subject m follows :."In Ilk« man¬
ner a municipal corporation may, at tbe pleas¬
ure of io Council or other legislative body,
unios» its charter or sosse other statute gov¬
erning it otherwise provide·, change the
official term, or increti·» or diminish the com¬

pensation of any of ite officers appointed un¬

der an Ordinance, or impose apon any of
them additional dulie· without additional
compensation."
Tbe great weight of authority cited by

tin «o author« fully sustain« tbe statements
above made, and almost tbe only decision to
be contrary is one where the officer was not
appointed ander an ordinarne, but by a reao-

lniion, for tbe term of one year at a fixed
salary; In that caso the court decided that the
services to be performed ware professional or

private, rather tbao pabllj or official, and
tbat the acceptance by the officer of the of·
Ice constituted a contract which could not
be dissolved by the merj will and act of tbo
city.

In viowof the facf that tbe great weight
of authority folly an»tains tho opinions of
Judge Dillon and Mr. Throop, above u*t forth,
I am of the opinion tbat the salary of tbe
City Engineer can be legally incieaaed or di·
minijhed during his term of office.
