Douglss Freuca Forrest, D. D., #on of
the late Commodore French Forrest,
of the Confederstie Bia es navy, died
from heart digense Saturday oight in
Asblund st the regidence of bis hrother-
in-luw, J, Rylaod Fleet, aged 63 years.
Dr, Forrest was born in Washiogton
aod leter his fatbher moved to Fairfax
oounty to the Clearmont estats, where
he lived uotil the outbresk of the war.
Belore the commencsment of the civil
war young Forrest joined the Old
Domioion Rifles of Alexandria, after-
ward Compary H, 17¢h Virginis Io-
fantry, and was eleoted third lientenant
and gerved with Compsny H until
after the baltle of Willlamsburg with
distinguighed bravery and efficiency.
He then resigoed and was sppoloted
paymaster in the Confedersts Bistes
pavy. As avolunteer he saw service
on board the Virginia o her splendid
fight with the U, B. fleet in Hampton
Roads and served in the same capacily
on board otber Coofederate Biates
veesels until the close of the war. He
wae distipguiehed for bia courtesy and
manliness in all the etations of life,
At the close of hostilities he returned
to this ety and letar entsred the minle-
try, studyiog st the Theologioal Bemi-
pary, where he gradoated io the class
of 1873, He marrled Miss Ballie W,
Rotherfoord, daugbter of the Iate Wm,
Rutherfoord, of Richmond, who alone
survives him. Dr. and Mrs. Forrest
were on their way from Florida to
Sweet Chalybeste Springs, where they
expected to send the summer. Al-
though a retired miaieter, Dr, Forrest
gave services during the wioter to the
Episcopsl Cburch at Green Cove
Springs, Florida. His remaios will ba
interred in the (teorgslown cemetery
