The 24th of May..Forty-one years
ago today a dati tragedy occurred in
Alexandria, by wbicb Colonel Elmer E.
Ellsworth, of tne New York* Fire
Zmaves, and Jamee W. Jackson, pro¬
prietor of tbe Marshall House, were
killed. Tbe r t ory has been told and re¬

tala for two-score years, and the eoutb-
east corner of King and Pitt etreete bas
since tbe tragedy been an historic spot,
and there ie hardly a day that étrangère
.re not directed there. Of course the
tbe original Marshall House in which
tbe terrible eoene occurred ie no more,
.nd a new building occupies Ussite, but
.a Temple Bar wee to the visitor to
London, eotbe spot where the Marsball
House onoe stood is still sought by
touritts and others living in otber parte
of tbe country wben tbey visit Alexan¬
dria. Colonel Ellsworth with his ? >u-

.vea arrived at onr wharves early on

that eventful morning and landed bis
regiment under the guns of tbeli.B.
steamer Pawnee which had been an¬

chored in tbe river between King and
Cameron sirens for nevera) days. A
Confederate flag was floating from the
Marshall House at the time and tbe
colonel and a squad of ziuavee

mide tbe hostelry tbeir object ve

point. Ellsworth passed over the
threshold witb tne buoyancy and
.rdor of youth.be bad barely enter¬
ed manhood. A few minutes later
hit lifeless body was carried through
tbe same doorway on a bier improvised
from guns borne by tbe equ»d which
had accompanied him. An American
lltK was bis winding sheet. At a

landing on an upper stairway lay tbe
body of Jackson, pierce·! through and
through by sword-bayonets witb a

Minnie ball in the face. Blood was

«pattered for yards and spectators bad
ta proceed on tip-toe to avoid tracking
it over t he house. On another landing
was probably · gallon of dotted sore

wbicb bad run from a hole in Ells¬
worth's side made by · beavy charge
of buckshot from a gun in the bandi
of Jackson. The curtain bad risen upon
tbe first act of war »nd the dual
tragedy set in motion ß stream of
blood which continued its ghastly
flaw until tbe scenes at Appomattox.
lour years later. Tbere is little tbat
can be said in extenuation of tbe scenes

at tbe Marshall House on that eventful
morning. Probably both principals
were reckless.Ellsworth In Invading
tbe premise« without first securing tbe
inmate*, and Jackson In throwing bte
life away witb such terrible odds
.gainst bim. But tbe times were suoh
.s try men's coule when reason or re¬

flecten are temporarily éclipsai.
Tbere was bitter sectional animosity
In tbe air and men pondered but little
on tbe oonsequeooee of tbeir acts.

Passions have long since been assuaged,
.nd the champions of both sides can
now calmly and thoughtfully visit tbe
eoene of this tangninary affray with
tbe best feelings toward each otber.

Death of Küv. Obanviluc ?.
Miood..ltev. Granvllle K. Mlcou, died
thi-i morning at 9 80 o'clock at the rei 1»
dance of bla fatber, Profeeeor Mioou on

Ö«mlnary Hill. He bad been seriously
ill with tubetculoeie for some moriCis
and aoout elz weeke ago hie attending
physicians pronounced hie case hope·
l«aa. The deceased was born at Kltt-
annlng, Pennsylvania, where bis fatber
was t inn rector, in the year 1876. He
graduated »t tbe University of Penn¬
sylvania in 1S96, and studied theology
tiret »t tbe Divinity School of tbe Pro¬
testant Episcopal Church in Philadel¬
phia ; then on hie father's acceptance
of a professorship at the Theological
(Seminary, near this city, he finished bis

course at tbe latter institution, He
«raduated with high honors. After bU
ordination to the deaconete io Jone,
1899, he took mlseiODary work ia tbe
diooese of Georgia, where be was or¬

dained priest in tbe fall of that year.
In Oa ober, 1900, he became rector of
t'hri->t Church parish, Lsncaefr county,
Va., where be remained till serious 111-
nees compelled blm to give up work
early la.-t March, uè at once came to
his father's home where he received
devot id care and medical attention
until the fatal termination of bis dis¬
ease t bis morning. He was married
only last January to Mies Mary N.
Oreeham.daughter ot ß. p. Ureebam
of Lancaster county.whose short mar¬
ried ilfe has been saddened by her hus¬
band's Illness through wbich she gave
him tbe most devo'.ed attention, to¬
gether with hi· sorrowing mother.*The
whole community on the Hill »nd
friends in Alexandria feel tbe deepest
eyrnp'-hv for bis a til toted family in
