lowed 3 vet3 either 1o accept or rejeot
the convention's work cap oot be sue-
cessfully refut:d, Froma legal stand-
point it bas been well cot taoded thet
ths convertlon ia sabject to the act 0f
the Leglaltare which called It and thet
it was uoder the limitations of that sct
that the members of the convention
were electsd. That law provides for
the submission of the constitution when
{ormo'ated for adoption or rejection, and
it i still contended that the convei t oo
w e bouod to obey the law ooder which
it was crested. From a politiosl polit
of view the following clsuse in (e
democratio platform of 1900 out of
which the cooetitutional econvertion
arose shonld bave bound the conven-
tion to a submiseion of ity work:

“1: is the sepse of tbiz conve Low
that in framiog ® pew consiltution no
eflort should be made to disfranchise
auy cit o of Virelofa who bad a right
to vote prior to 1861, nor the dercend-
ant of apy such person, and that when
gueh  constitution shall have been
{ramed 1t shsll be submiited to the vote
of the peonle for ratificstion or rejec-
t oo, aod 10e democratio paily pledges
that the expeoses lucideht to the con-
giitutional coovertion ehall be kept
down to Lne loweat possinle figure.”

But a msjority of the members of the
couvention know thel Loeir work aa ®
whole Is nosstisfactory to the people
snd feariog thet sbould the new conil -
tition be submitted it would be defe:t-
ed aod all their time aod the expenae
t> the Btate wouold go for notbing, they
decided to proclalm it, aod thus it be-
comes the organio law of the Btate.
