Washington, . C., June 28

(3en. Crozier, chief of ordnance of the
army, evidently helieves that American
soldiers have something to learn in war-
fare from the Filipinos, This belief he
has put into practical shape by ordering
the construction of 50 bolo hayonets for
test, It is the latest development of
weapon for hand to hand fighting and
stands o very good show for adoption.
The bayonet of the civil war, compara-
tively Jong and slender, was found to loe
its temper and buckle at the wrong
moment. A few years ago it was there-
fore succeeded by the knife bayonet,
shorter and + heavier proportionately,
Now General Crozier would replace this
by a two-edged knife or bolo though, the
question whether the edges of this
weapon shall or shall not be serrated is
not yet decided.

Representative Hepburn, chairman of
the House committee on interstate and
foreign commerce, called upon the Presi-
dent to inform him officially that the
candl bill had been passed by Congress.

THE BATTLE FOR LIFE,

Medical opinion in London does not
share in the easy optimism manifested
yesterday  concerning  King  Edward's
chances for life.  Trained opinion is that
the first treatment of the king's malady
has been suceessful in its first stage and
t'nt the evacuation of the abscess hns
not been followed by the immediate
deadly =equel that was at one time
feared. The fact gof the presenee of
pain in the wound s o fr encourng-
ing, because if the gangrene had set in
there would have been no paing but it
must always be kept in mi::r] that both
tubes still remain in the body and many
hours must pass before an attempt s
made to remove the stitches.  His
majesty’s present diet cannot be con-
tinued  indefinitely, although the in-
testines must he vastly repaired before
stronger food can be  administered.
Lastly, it remains a fact that the sur-
geons have not yet touched the vermi-
form appendix itself.

The king passed yesterday evening
comfortably,  The Queen was at his
bedside for some time, as was also the
Prince of Wales, but his majesty was
not allowed to see the Princess of Wales
or anyone except his own children,  He
rends n great deal, amd oceasionally he
is permitted to Jook at a newspaper.
He bus also been permitted to read an
unexciting novel.

Prince Henry of Prussin - and the
crown prinecs of Sweden and Norway
and Portugal, and a dozen other guests
dined with the Queen at the palace last
night.

It is claimed that all of gthe functions
of the patient are working admirably.

KING OUT OF DANGER?
London, June 28.—*The King is now
out of immediate danger,” wag the first
official announcement r::fl.rding the
King's condition to-day, and ss a result
of this joyful intelligenee the city from
end to end is in transports of joy. The
official bulletin issued at 10.30 this morn-
ing reads as follows: *The King has had
u good night.  His improved condition
is maintained. We are happy to state
that we consider his majesty to be out of
immediate danger,  His general condi-
tion is satisfactory. ¢ operation
wound, however, still needs constant at-
tention, and as such concern as attaches
to his y's case is connected with
the wound under the most favorable con-
ditions his majesty’s recovery must be
protracted,””  While the King is not out
of danger, the complications to be feared
will at leust give warning of their ap-

rosch, The cautions afterpart of the
Eul!min reveals where trouble may yet
urise,

A gentleman who has heen frequently
admitted to the palace since the opera-
tion on the king was performed, said
today: “The ruler there now is Treves,
Every one is under his orders, which are
cheerfully obeyed. Those who were
hopeless the first three days, regard him
as a veritable miracle worker, If the
king recovers Treves will be regarded as
the greatest surgeon of the age. Per-
sonally, he is the beau ideal of a doctor,
He is clean cut and immaculate, and
always wears spotless white shirts, which
he sometimes changes four or six times
aday. Henever spills a drop of blood
or allows anything 10 escape his band-
ages and ahsorhents,  Treves had every-
thing removed from the room except the
ahsolute necessaries. The hangings,
upholstered furniture and carpets were
unceremonionsly  bundled out.  Dr.
Treves is mesisted by two nurses who
have been wi h him for years.  They are
the martinets who terminate the queen’s
visits, After a few months they enforee
silence even upon the king, who fre-
quently shows a restless desire to talk.
The doetors think that the king, owing
to lis unexpeeted great constitutional
strength, is now past the first stage.  If
he pusses Monday without secondary
complications he will be nearly out of
danger.""

London, June 28.—Tt was learned
from an official source at 3:30 this after-
noon, that the king's condition up to
that hour had been maintained.  Several
members of the royal family were allow-
ol to see him for & moment during the
morning.
