Boy Killed by a Train.

Charles C, Hall, aged fifteen yeans,
son of Mr. Benjamin Hall, of St. Asaph
Alexandria county, fell from a moving
freight train of the Richmond, Freder-
.icksburg and Potomac Railroad, which
was on & side track of the Washington
Southern Railway Company, near the
bridge at the Washington and Ohio
Junction, about a mile north of this
city, yesterday morning, and was in-
stantly killed. A number of the cars
r:uwci over him, His bead was entire-
¥ sovered feom the body, as was his
right arm, His left arm and other por-
tions of his body were badly mangled.
The unfortunate youth got on top of the
cars for the purpose of getting ive from
the refrigerators w _ile the truin was at
a standstill, A few minutes afterward
the train started to move, and it is sup-
;\'m'd that the hoy either missed his
woting or was knocked from the car
br the sudden jolting, The ecars were
moving slowly at the time, and the crew
of the train were unaware of the acei-
deat until a boy called the flagman’s at-
tention to it. The train was imme-
distely stopped and the remains were
picked up and placed beside the rail-
road track.  Young Hall is said to have
been in the habit of getting on the cars
neacly every day to get ice,  The train
which struck young 1Hall was a south-
bownd freight, and & number of the re-
frigerator eurs were heing backed intd
the siding of the Portner Brewing Com-
pany.  Tmmedintely after the aceident
oceurred at 8:51 o’elock, Coroner Isaae
Burrell, of Alexandrin county, sum-
momed a jury to investigate the circum-

stunces attending the death of young
Hull. The jury was composed of J. T,
Marstelln, foreman; and Messrs, John
Slater, Jolin Marche, F. M. Delane, H.
H. Powell, and John Carpenter.  They
viewed the remains at the scene of the
aceident, and then went to the siore of
J. A. Carpenter nearby, and heard the
evidence,  After hearing testimony from
s number of trainmen and two smail
hoys, they rendered a verdiet that young
Hall came to his death by “gross care-
Jessmess on his own part.”  The rail-
roud ompany was exonerated from all
blame.  Hall's remaing were brought to
this city and taken to an undertaker’s
establishment, where they were prepared
for burial. Hall resided with his father
at St. Asaph. His mother is dead. The

Accident At Charlottésvﬂle.

The westhound freight train number |
09, over the Chesapeake and Ohio Rail-
road, struck a Southern Railway freizht
