The Lombard style of architecture,
fo which our Norman Is allied, placed
the support consplcuously in the wall,
Of great thickness, with large blank
spaces unplerced and prominent, the
walls plainly tell thelr work and thelr
eapacity to do it. The ornmentation
g5 subservient to the ldea. Shallow
rocesses and paneling bring the sur-
face of the wall into prominence.
Where they are pierced for window or
door the beveling and molding in per-
gpective Increase the idea of strength.
The arcading points to the depth. The
cirenlar arch indlcates the solldity of
the wall above. The cipeular windows
were ndapted to emphasize the notlon
of power,

In the Egyptian the wall 18 unno-
ticed, In the Greek It receded from
view, in the Byzantine it played no
part, In the Moresque it Is chopped up
and seattered, but In the Lombard,
without buttress or pllaster, It nsserted
ftgelf as the main element of support.

Sacred Nuts of Japan.

Although well known to travelers
and collectors of curlosities, the born
nut, or “sacred nut,” of Japah was al-
most wholly unknewn to fruit and nut
dealers in this country prior to 1888,
when n New York commisslon mer
chant recelved the first large consign-
ment. They are ealled “sacred nuts”
becquse vsed in certain forms of Jap-
anese worship, where they are placed
on the altar and lgnited. Being very
rich in ofl, they burn with a Lot, bluish
flame and give off a pecullar odor, the
fumes being supposed to rise as an ac
ceptable incense 1o the gods, They
grow under water and have a leat lke
an Ameriean Hly, the form of the nul

fteelf being an almost exact counter
prart of an Asian puffale's head, droop
fng horns and il In the raw state
they are hard and tasteless, but when
ceoked the flavor resembles that of
bolld eliestnuts, They are said to re
taln thelr edible qualities for upward
of twenly yvears,
