Alexander \l. shepherd, the lust but·

riving (¡ovtriior of ihc District of (?.-

lniul>i;i, died yesterday morning at liis
hadendfl ¡it Batopilas, in the province
of Cbiboahaa, Mexico, of appendicitis,
altera briefillneaa. He was 67yean
old. Governor Shepherd was regarded
by Bome as one of the greateat men

Washington baa produced, just ¡is 80
yean ago he was maligned and villified
by hundreds, l'util rigeli! years, his
friends »ay, he lias been a much mia·
understood bibb. Tiny eoatead ha
worked for the development of greater
Washington, and the beantifn! city of
the present day in admitted tu lie the re¬

sult of hi» labora.
(? rernorShepherd was thelaatGov¬

ernor of the old territorial form of gOY-
ernnu m for the I>;-;¡i«i of Colombia.
At the close of his term of office the or-

ganic net providing for the present form
of government was approved by Congress,
placing the executive power of the Dis¬
trict in the bande of three men, known
an D'stricl »Commissioners, one of whom
i» ahvay. an aim;, o Be it assigned by the
Secretaryof War. All the commission¬
ers have been men who have heen eager
to carry forward the work began by
< ! »vcrnor Shepherd.

Governor Shepherd bad been living al
Ratopilas abonl twenty years. The alms,·
which was burled upon him injured liis
sensitive nature and lie said In· preferred
to remain an exile from the city for
which lie had labored than to remain
there unappreciated. II«· had large ail-
ver interest in Mexico. The present
village of Datopilas was almost entirely
founded by Governor Shepherd, and ita
population i» almost entirely supported
by the eilvcr minea which be operated.
He employed afone of 8,000 laboren
in the Batopilas mines and ab .ut 800 al
the smaller mines at Sau Miguel, aboul
half a mile away.

SUICIDE OF COL. GARNETT.
(.?. .Lim .I. Qarnett, .-. graduate of

Wi-t ¡'.»int ¡iti.la soldier of distinction
io the Confederate army, killed himself
m hit room In th.· Rosa Hi »¡.-I, in New
York, some time between Wednesday,
when he aras last seen, ami yesterday
afternoon, when hi· room was broken
into and his body found. Odlonel
Qarnett registered at th- note! about
five dava ago, Noon· about the place
noticed anything unusual in his actions.
Yesterday afternoon it was recalled thai
lie had n.»t lain ~c-on around the hotel
for two days, ami the dour of his room
wa- forced open. He was found dead
in bed, with a bottle thai had contained
carbolic acid beeide him. On th»·
bureau was ¡; note, asking that E. B.
Qarnett, ofM Wall streit: ??· notified.
Mr. Garnett, ule» la a nephew of the
.lead man, identified the body. He
-aid that he kmiw id no reason why his
uncle should bave killed himself. The
suicide vas about sixty years old, ami
was a native of Westmoreland county,
Va. On the outbreak of the war be
¡oimd the Confederate ranks. Colonel
Qarnett, according to his nephew, took
port in the buttle of Gettyaburg, and
was mentioned thirty-five times in the
records of the civil war for distinguished
services At the close of the war Col¬
onel Garnett went to New York. He
devoted hirosglf principally to writing.
It is iimlei-to.'il that recently he had
been busy on a history oftheWe»! Point
Military Acadetny. He was aleo presi¬
dent of the s{. .lam.s Historical and
Publishing Society. At one time be was

secretary of the American Exposition in
London.

Stewart was thrown
far out over the dashboard and fell <>n

the stone sidewalk, where she lay un-

consciona. she true carried into a near¬

by re.-iileiice and doctors called.

ami bruised She rallied at tlrst, luit
soon begin to sink:, ¡md died at i
o'clock, an hour after the accident.

While tin· colored
Blinktet was praying for th ci.ii.leiiitieil
boy she east ey< · at him «carnftilly, and
made m vera! contcmptnoni expressions.
"Please let me kill him, Mr. Sherilf,"

down the lifeless body.

"I will do it willingly," she -lid, and
waited patiently for tin· tini.· to come.
