ALBERT KIRBY FAIRFAX.
Albert Kirby Fairfux enjoys the high-
est privileges of birth and fortune, yet
he is & man without n country. His
poaition is anomalons to the last degree.

Heir of a distinguished American family
ind a native American himself, he is
yet & member of the British peerage.
As such he is entitled tothe prerogatives
of his rank, such as attendance at royal
funections, yet, because he is an Ameri-
can, he cannot sitin the British House of
Lords. This curions siutation has been
developed by a decision of the Lord
Chaneellor, just rendered.

Notwithstanding the honors awaiting
him in London, Fairfux had never been
in Eneland before he went a short time
fago us the representative of an interna-
tional bunking corporation. He is 82
vears old, although he looks younger.

The Fairfax peerage dates from 1627,
It wus Thomas, the sixth baron of ihe
line, who left Scatland and seiiled in
Vitginia about 1739,  He had inherited
a tract of nbout 6,000,000 acres of lund
between the Rappahannock and Potomae
rivers, and there erected two mansions—
Bevoir and Greenwny Court—where he
lived in baronial state.

The present home of the family is
Northampton, Prince George's county,
Md. This s a teact of 700 acres, aud
was bought by Baron Jobn Contee
Fairfax, father of Albert Kirby Fairfax,
from the descendants of former Gov-
ernor Spriggs, of Maryland, The prop-
erty was once a part of the estate of
Lord Baltimore,

It was here that Albert Kirby Fair-
fax and his brother and sisters were
born, The brother is Charles Edmund
Fairfux, next in the line of succession,
and the sisters are Mps. Tunstall Smith,
of Philudelphia; Sister Mary Cecelin, of
New York: Carolina Snewden Fairfax
