THE VENEZUELAN TBOUBLR
The situation in Venezuela is still

causing apprehension among officials in
thi« country as well as in Europe.

Venezuela's proposal for arbitration
of the dispute between that country
and Great Britain and Germany,
it develops, has now the back¬
ing of the United States. Secre¬
tary Hay, in his note forwarding the

proposal, intimated that its acceptance
would be regarded with satisfaction hy
the United States.
The blockade, it is believed, will yet

furnish the real test of the situation.
Secretary Hay has notified Herr von

Holleben, the Cernían Ambassador,
that he would view with disapproval
any inter!'« r.-nce with United States
trade. Several merchant ships from the
United Stat's, with cargoes for Vene¬
zuela, will soon reach the coast.

3peahiag in the House of Commons,
Premier Hallbur declared that "Great
liritaiii was not prepared to go to war

for the Venezuelan bondholders." It
was state«! that the arbitration proposal
from Venezuela had been received
through the United States and was

under consideration. Action on it is
not expected before Wednesday on ac¬

count of the difficulty in assembling the
Cabinet in London. Lord Craulxirne,
umler secretary for toreign affairs,
stated that no country had been more

anxious than Crcat Britain to maintain
the Monroe doctrine.

Venezuela's answer to the liritinh
ultimatum, as revived in London] state«
tliHt it i- Impossible for the government
to in«-', its deht« now, because the treas¬

ury is exhausted, but after peace returns
it will not be necessary to remind Vene¬
zuela of its obligations.

Diplomatic correspondence made pub¬
lic in London shows that Venezuela was

greatly affronted by the shelter given in
Trinidad, a British «-olony, to the Vene¬
zuelan revolutionary steamer Ban Righ.
President Castro insisted upon a satis¬
factory response to his protest on this
subject.

Both the arbitration proposal and the
communication of Secretary Hay in re¬

gard to the blockade have been received
in Berlin. A dispatch from that capital
say« thai tin- proposal came "apparently
too late."
The Berlin foreign office announces

that Italy will join in the blockade, part
of the coast being assigned to the
«hips oftbat nation. The claims sub¬
mitted by Italy, it is officially
stated in Rome, amount to |??051.

In the Italian Chamber of Deputies
v« sterday tin- prime minister expressed
lonlidence in the government's policy
and urged accord with Cermany and
ireat Britain. The deputy warned the

Italian g«ivernment to "watch the United
States, wl os,» imperialism is a political
and commercial menu«- to Europe, and
especially to Italy, the weakest of the
u'r.at power-.'' Signor Santini said that
Creat Britain and Cerniany had "sent
th Motir.loctrine sky high and the
United States was not dealing with poor
Spain." The Deputy recommended that
further reinlorcemciiis bo sent to Vene¬
zuelan water«.
The German Foreign Office has re¬

ceived Secretary Hay's communication
concerning the Venezuelan blockade,
lis tenus wen- not <lisclos«l, but UWM
tin«ler«tood to express the fiupo that the
blockade woild be a peaceful one.

Allusion was made to the sinking of tin-
two Venezuelan vessels, ami the note, it
I« considered in Berlin, docs not modify
the United States' general attitude of
friendly reserve. The precise character
of tin- blockade has not yet been notified
lo the ¡lowers. Creat Britain and Ger¬
many have agree«l thereon. The Ger¬
man government submitted ¡idrati of the
notification ofthe blockade yesterday to
the Bondesrathj whose approval
m «·· Mtry because of the blockade being
an act of war, and the Bundesiath must
under tin- eourtitutton, sanction it.

The Venezuelan Kmbro-Uo.
London, Dec. 16..The howl against

the government's Venezuelan policy is
growing louder as a result of last night's
debate iu the House of Commons. In
many quarters Premier Balfour is scoffed
for not knowing what the German
claims are. The Evening Star, today,
urges arbitration as the one solution of
the difficulty. The paper says: "Oet-
many will doubtless do her best to pre¬
vent us from accepting the proposal for
arbitration, but unless the ministers are

mad they will accept it, and let Ger¬
many hoe her own roe and extricate her
own chestnuts."

Viscount Cranborne, parliamentary
secretary of foreign affairs, has shown
such a lack of aptitude to foreign mat¬

ters during the present difficulty that it
is believed in ministerial circles he will
step down and out from his position and
go to the Honse of Lords before parlia¬
ment is closed for this session. The
Earl of Percy i« mentioned as his proba¬
ble successor.

Birmingham, Eng., Dec. 16..The
Post today prints a report that within
the last 24 hours the foreign office has
been told that in order that Venezuela
may not increase her indebtedness to
the various European powers the Ameri¬
can government has offered to place at
President Castro's disposal sufficient
funds to discharge not only the British
and German claims but also those of
France and Italy, upon the under-
-tanding that United States Minister
Bowen be allowed to act as the nego¬
tiator. The paper adds : "Washington
is known to be desirous of finding a

peaceful and honorable way tor her
sister republic out of the present dif¬
ficulty. There is widespread hope that
this desire will be gratified."
London, Dec. 16..in the House of

Commons today the Venezuelan matter
was taken up again and Lord Cranborne,
parliamentary secretary for foreign
affairs, made the statement that Great
Britain had made no attempt to refer
the Venezuelan dispute to arbitration.

Caracas, Dec. 16..Further complica¬
tions may result for Venezuela through
the refusal of President Castro to accede
to demands for claims made by the
Italioti Minister Hi vas. The demands
were not an ultimatum, but Italy may
now make them so. Castro's reply
was a refusal, with the statement that
there are tribuals in Venezuela for the
settlement of such claims.

London, Dec. 16. -In the House of
Lords today Lord Lansdownc, Secretary
of State for foreign affairs, said that
German and British ships would block¬
ade Venezuelan porti and that it was
not intended to land a British force or

occupy Venezuelan territory.
LnGuayra, Dec. 16..The British and

German warships boraappeared off .Mar¬
garite Island. The feeling genajally is
calmer, though the British cruiser Chary-
dis and the torpedo boat Quail dashed
into the harbor but later sailed awav.
