? dispatch íroiii l'aris siivs that dur¬

ing the last ub inoiitliH Trench philan¬
thropy, especially in that city, lias been
concentrated in efforts to combat tober-
ulosis, which has assumed the propor¬

tions of a national peril. Public and
private subscription* have poured forth
with unexampled liberality. One Paris¬
ian paper alone, the "Figaro*" bui
raised over $800,000 toward the estab¬
lishment of tuberculosis a*jMtoriooii
alter the German model, which Dr.
Brooardd ami the French delegate, to

the tuberculosis congn M to enthusiasti¬
cally commend. Iïut on Wednesday the
diilanthropic public received a shock
that came with the.-uddenness ol a bomb
from the blue, for Dr. Albert Robin, of
the French Academy of Science, in a

lecture delivered at the Sorbonne before
an audience OMBpOaed of scientists and
ifprominent menami women of Paris¬
ian society, announced that all that ha,
to far bera accomplished ifl thegreatfighi
against tabercolosii is in vain, and thai
medical science and pbilantbropby bave
started on altogether the wrong tack.
Dr. l.'obin does not hesitate to assert,
and his position is supported by data
which seemed irrefutable to such high
uithorities as Rrouardel, firancher and
Landou/y, of the Paris Faculty of Medi¬
cine, who were present at the lecture,
that tuberculosis, when once firmly es¬
tablished in the system, bj practically
incurable. Dr. Robin's figure· prove
that of thirty-six tuberculosis patients
that leave thesanitorium ten relapse after
lia months and ten more alter a year,
and that only live out of thirty-six ari·

-aved. The only ellicacious method of
fighting tuberculosis, according to D
Robin, is prevention. The discoveries
just made by Dr. Robin and his collea¬
gue, Maurice Rinct, enable the
of predisposition to tuberculosis t

be determined with mathematical
accuracy, two infallible tots being
the excess of respiratory consump¬
tion and daily organic dcminerali-
UÜon or loss of mineral elements of the
system. It is to this preliminary
of tuberculosis tnat all aflbrtI should be
directed, the absolute remedy or prei
tion being easily eüaioed by the air
cure, by abstention from alcohol ami by
complete mental and physical rest. Dr.
Robin maintains that the sanatorium-,
toward which millions have been use¬

lessly expended, are from a financial
point of view impracticable, and
therapeatically are simply chimerical.
Dr. Robin rapporti bn Bigornent on
the financial head by pointing out that.
.opposing only one hundred thooasod
beds were provided for the half million
persona suffering from tuberculosis ¡o
