SCHOO0L  SUPERINTESDENTS.—The
conference of school superintendents of
the State, which opened in Richmaond on
Wednesday at the Mechanics’ Institute,
was largely attended, representatives
being present from all sections of the
State, Dr. Southall, superintendent of
public instruction, presided. Dr. But-
trick, secretary of the General Board of
Education, addressed the meeting,
The afternoon session was taken up in
the discussion of local and State taxa-
tion for support of schools. The legis-
lature will be asked to permit local
taxes to be levied to the extent of the
acope given by the constitution.

Consolidation of the schools was the theme
pefore the eonvention yesterdny. They were
unatimons on this subject.

Dr. Ormond Stone, professor of astronomy,
mide B strong n;\m‘h in favor of consolida-
tion, He argued for the grading of schools
from the primary to the hi:_:l\ school. The
plan of consolidation that had most favor wos
the eollection of the children in vehicles and
hauling them {0 school each day.

EDITOR SHOT.

N. @. Gonzales, editor of tha Columbia
Siate and one of the most nent
politicans of South Caroling_ was shot
down in Columbia yesterday by Lieut.
Gov. James H. Tillman 'I‘illmu,
accompanied by Senators Talbird and
Brown, was walking from the Clait:l
toward the State newspaperoffice. -
zales was approaching them on the street
on his way home. When he came near
Tillman the latter pulled his pistol ard
fired, saying: *‘I've done what you told
me.”  Gonzales was unarmed and sank
to the ground, at thesame time denounc-
ing Tillman ns & coward.

It is said by evewitnessess that Till-
man placed the weapon closeto the body
of Gonzales and fired.  Gonzalesstagger-
ed and then catehing his balance turned
toward the man who had shot him.
Tillman had the smoking revolver-in his
hand. with the muzzle pointing at the
wounded man. “‘Coward!” shouted
Gionzales, as he was caught by citizens
who had rushed to his assistance. Till-
man wiped his pistol on his coat sleeve
and took aim, s if to fire & second time,
but changed his mind and let his pistol
full to his side. When Gonzales saw
the deadly weapon nimed at him, per-
haps for a futal bullet, he cried out:
#3hoot again, you coward.”

Lieutenant-Governor Tillman was im-
mediatety placed under arrest and Mr.
Gonzales was hurriedly carried to the
office of the State, where medical aid
was summoned. The wound is said to
be probably fital, but late last night hope
hm] not beéen abandoned. The bullet
entered the right side and came out from
the left, pussing entirely through the body.
Mr, Gonzales was operated on by sur-
geons, who found four werforations of the

intestines, They say his chances are ns

1 to 10.
Though desperately wounded, Gon-
When

zales displays wonderful nerve.
he reached his office he asked about some
business matters and declared he had
been shot without proveeation. He
declined to make uny statement

The shooting of Mr. Gonzales was the
unexpected colmination of a long enmity
that has existed between Tillman and the
editor, the denunciation of the former by
the Intter in his newspaperduring the po-
litical campaigu last August being ol the
severest character, Tillman made an
open Pra]mitinn last August to resign
and fight it out with Editor Gonzales,
but it all was looked upon as a theatrical
play, showing courage on the part of
Tiliman. In one of his editorials Mr.
Gonzales intimated that he could be
found on the street almost any day.

The trouble between the two men
first grew out of fist fight between United
States Senator Tillman and Senator Me-
Lanrin on the floor of the United States
Senate,

At the Charleston Exposition last
spring Major Micah Jenkins, who had
served with Roosevelt's Rough Riders in
Cuba, was to be presented with a sword
by the people of South Carolina in
recognition of the fame he had won
for his State in the Spanish war. The
presentation was to be made when Presi-
dent Roosevelt visited the exposition.

When the President withdrew his in-
vitation to a state dinner in Washington
which he had sent Senator Tillman, be-
cnuse of the fight which the latter
had in the United States Senate with
Senator MeLaurin, Lieutenant-Governor
Tillman wrote to the President with-
drawing the invitation to the Charleston
Exposition. The peaple of Charleston,
however, repudiated Mr.  Tillman's
action and the President was urged to
Come.

Mr. Gonzales took up the matter
through the columns of his paper, the
Daily State, and bitterly denounced Till-
man. He repeated the denunciations
made previously on many accasions, and
even dared Mr. Tillman to deny the
charges which he had made. The
charges Gonzales made were spread all
over the South and made a deep sensa-
tion, many uncomplimentary remarks
being made by the press of the country
becanse Tillman did not resent them.
The feeling between the two men was
very deep and bitter, and although they
never before had & personal encounter
trouble was expected and the friends of
the two men bave been looking for s
gerions outcome of the case ever singe,
Both Gonzales and Tillman have hosts
of friends and more trouble may follow
Thursdny's affair.

The wildest excitement prevails in
(folumbia and thousands congregated at
the scene of the shooting and at the
newspaper office.  The greatest indigna-
tion is expressed all over the State and
threats of lynching are heard.
