Lent Begins Tomorrow.
This is Shrove Tuesday, or, as it is

frequently called, Panc_ke Day, being
the day before Ash-Wednesday, the oe-

ginning of the lenten seison. Services
will be held in many ofthe churches to¬

morrow. In St. Mary's Catholic church
the foreheads of all those attending ser¬

vices are touched with ashes, and from
this custom the day derives its name.

Blessed palms of the previous year are
burned and the ofBciatingj priest marks
a cross with these ashes on the fore¬
head, saying in Latin : "Memento,
homo, quia pulvis es, et in pulverem
reverteris." "Remember, man, that
thou are dust, and shalt return to dust."
The services in the Episcopal and
Luthern churches will also be of an im¬
pressive character.

Echoes of the Celebration.
Fights and disorderly conduct.sup¬

posed by a very small number to be the
sine qua non of a celebration or an ex¬

cursion.proved to be the last act of
yesterday's celebration, and as a conse¬

quence seventeen persons, including two
women were in the Police Court this
morning charged with misdemeanors
more or less serious. The guilty par¬
ties were fined according to the penalties
prescribed in such cases. The disorder¬
ly procedure which attracted most at¬
tention occurred in Armory Hall, where
some ununifornied Washingtonlans, it is
alleged, attempted to take possession of
the place. The police had to interfere
and several of tbe more aggressive ones

were taken into custody. There was
trouble on north Lee street where two

women, it was alleged, made an assault
on some of their visitors with swords.
Disorders also occurred on north Royal
street. In some other caie« the police¬
men who attempted to preserve tbe

peace were roughly handled. It is a sad

The celebration of yesterday was

brought to an end last night in ¡? fit¬
ting mannerby a german given in honor
of tbe visiting" officers who took part in
the parade. McBurney's Hall was taste¬

fully decorateti with flags and bunting
and has rarely been the scene of a more

brilliant occasion. About seventy ¡xiupli s

took part and a number of stags were

present, and the presence of Governor
Montague and several of his staff lent
much to the success of the affair. Judge
L. C. Barley and Mr. Taylor Burke led
the german, and both introduced son e

extremely pretty figures, and all present
enjoyed themselves thoroughly. One ol'
the features of the evening was the large
number of strangers who attended,
among whom were several army officers
Visitors from all parts of the State and
many from Washington and Baltimore
being present.

An Omission.
Thure was one feature of the parade

yesterday which was overlooked by the
Gazette's reporters but noticed by an

enterprising uewspaper man who was

representing a journal of another city.
This was the conspicuousness of former
colored servants of George Washington.
The correspondent tells his readers that
they were hobbling about Alexandria on

peg-legs. The last colored individual
hereabouts who claimed to have been
manumitted by Washington's will was

Harry Herbert. He died about fifty
years ago in a house on Jones's Point.

Knocked Down by a Train.
While a northbound passeuger train

of the Southern Railway was passing
up'^Henry street, betwetn Prince and
King, about nine o'clock this morning
»t struck a colored woman who was on
the track and knocked her down. The
train was stopped nndjseveral ofthe crew
ran to the woman's assistance. It was
found that she had sustained no ma¬
terial injury, M .he soon walked awav.

Resuming Normal Conditions.
There were more people on the streets

today than usual, numbers from Wash¬
ington having remained here since yes¬
terday. The electric trains were taxed
to their fullest capacity up to a late
hour last night in transporting visitors
back to their homes. Decorations are

being removed and the city is rapidly
resuming it« normal condition.

named Herbert Motley, who had been
arrested by Officer Arrington, charged
with throwing a brick through the win¬
dow of a bous? yesterday, the inmates of
which had incurred his displeasure.

The Alexandria Celebration.

half minutes yesterday. There being
only I·' Senators present, that body
made a virtue of necessity and adjourned
in honor of the memory of Wa«hingtop
by a vote of s to ó.

The House inaile some progress with

the general tax bill. A reminder ofthe
day, however, wa« given by the entrance

and marching past the speaker's stand
ofthe pupils ofthe Westminster kinder¬
garten, each bearing and waving bravely
diminutive national flags. The incident
occurred during roll call on an amend¬
ment, and while the members looked on

with intere-t it did not interfere with
the btisiin .? ot the hour.
The only bills otlercd were by Mr.

Biseoe, providing for the establishment
of a normal school for girls in Fred-
cricksbtirg. and by Mr. Smith, to allow
the board of «up 'rvisorsof garren coun¬

ty to borrow money.
When the section of the general tax

bill which relates to the tax on steam
laundries was reached, Mr. Sebrell, of
Southampton, championed the cause of
the old colored washwoman, who, he
said, might be taxed if the language
were not made plainer.

Mr. Card well moved to restrict the
sale of pistols to tlntse allowed by law to

carry them, and he spoke ably for his
amendment, and it was opposed by Mr.
Mort, of Bristol, who is a dealer iu hard¬
ware.
The amendment of Mr. Cardwell was

rejected, as was also that of Mr. Rice.
Mr. Whitehead got in an amendment
including dirks and bowie knives in the
section, and a motion by Mr. Leake to
strike out the entire section was lost.
Mr ^ebreJl moved to so amend as to

provide for the payment of an additional
tax upon merchandise sold through slot
nincllinea, and it causeil much discussion.
The amendment was lost, and the

House proceeded and made much pro-
g¡?«s with the consideration of the
measure. Mr, Whitehead got through
au amendment prohibiting the dispens.
ing of intoxicating liquors, through slot
machines, and Mr. Herman offered a

bill to make valid a certain deed by
Virginia F. Weaver, conveying certain
land in Hichniond city.

Mr. Fenthereton at 18:88 p. m.

moved to adjourn out of respect to the
memory of George Washington, but the
motion was lost.ayes, 22; noes, 32.

Mr. Cardwell moved to strike out the
section providing for the tax on untler-
takers, but he withdrew it in favor of
one offered by Mr. Sipe, which defined
the term "undertaker" more explicit}-
This was adopted and Mr. Sebrell suc-

cecdi-d in getting an amendment adopt¬
ed providing that the tax on undertakers
in counties and towns shall be $5.

There was some discussion over a mo¬
