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M. (iravELY has offered a concur-
rent resolution in the House of Dele-
gates, petitioning Congress to enact leg-
{slation which will confer upon the in-
terstate commerce commission authority
to regulate unreasonable and unjust rates
charged by railways. The bill recites
that the recent decisions of the Supreme
Court have divested the commission of
this power, which it exercised for ten
years after its establishment, and adds:

“The extensive elimination of railway
competition resulting from the practical
consolidation of more than three-fifths
of the railway mileage of the country,
which has taken pluce in the past three
vears, has placed the control of the trans-
portation service of the country in the
hands of a few great capitalists, and sub-
iected the entire people to the imposition

of such charges for transportation of per-
sons and property as the pecuniary in-
terests of such capitalists may dictate,
free from any governmental restraint or
supervision.”

The railroads have so much influence
and power with Congress now  that it is
doubtiul if redress ean be had from thay
<ource soom, but as nothing can be
gnined without a trial, Mr. Gravely's
resolution may put the ball in motion
which in time may bring relief to the
people who suffer on account of unjust

railroad chirges.

Tuose AMERICANS who believe they
must go abroad to finish their education
will be a little surprised to read what
Prof., Hermann, of Freiburg, who has
just returned to Berlin from a long tour
of the United States, has to say on this
abject, He gives his views as follows:

THE MISSISSIPPI FLOOD.

Dispatches from Memphis last night
showed a number of new and serious
developments, and there is scarcely aray
of hope for improved conditions, except
the fact that tributaries of the Missiasippi
north of Memphis, are reported to be
falling. One of the most serious develop-
ments of the last 24 hoursis the washing
out of lines of railroad entering the city
from the west and complete tying up of
railroad traffic through the Memphis

teway to that section, There have

n no trains either inor out of the
city over the Memphis bridge, and the

rospect is that traffic cannot be resumed
until the flood has subsided to a consid-
erable degree.

80 suddenly did the rise come in the
section of Arkansas across the river from
Memphis, after the St. Francis levee
broke atTrices Landing, that two pas-
senger traing were caught between wash-
ed out points and are now surrounded by
water in the overflow territory about
three miles west of Bridge Junctlon,
Ark. Aboard each of these trains were
about 75 passengers besides the train
crews, and lnst night more than 100 of
these persons remained on the trains, with
no prospect of being taken off until today
or later. However, they are not consid-
ered to be in any danger, and those who
have returned from thesurrounded trains
report that the passengers are being well
cared for by the railroad company.

The breaks occurred shortly after 9
o'clock last night, - jusi after westbound
trains on the Cotton Belt and Frisco
had left Memphis. The Cotton Belt
train left at 9 o'clock, and had pro-
ceeded but a. few miles when it encount-
ered a section of flooded track. In
attempting to cross the rails spread and
the engine was partially derailed, pre-
venting the train from moving in either
direction. While in this condition the
Frisco and Kausas City train approach-
ed from Memphis, and with its assist-
atice the Cotton Belt engine was puiled
back on the track.

In the meantime a serious washout
had occurred between the trains and
Memphis and retreat to the latter city
was completely cat of. All night the
passengers were compelled to remain in
the coaches, while the water rose on
every side, and yesterday morning no
land was in sight within a mile of their
position,

The trains are on the track of the
Iron Mountain, mnear Altmar, Ark.
Before them are washed-out teacks and
behind them the foundation has been
carried away until passage is extremely
unsafe, Several handears succeeded in
reaching the waterbound trains yester-
day and about 50 passengers were taken
to Memphis, over submerged tracks.
The others refused to attempt the re-
turn and are housed in the coaches,
being fed by the milroad companies.
Attached to the Frisco train is a dining
car and adequate supplies were sent yes-
terday on the handears.

The river at Memphis last night
showed 39.8 feet on the gauge, the
Lighest stage ever reported, and a rise
of .2 since Tuesday night. The river is
almost stationary, and it is possible that
a fall may set in at any moment. But
this prediction would be extremely un-
certain, a8, in spite of the fact that the
river is being drained by the break at
Trices Landing, the rise at Memphis
was almost at the rate of an inch an
hour

The situation in the area is growing
worse every hour, and it is evident that
a general rise of a foot more must occur
over the entire submerged area unless a
very material fall shall take place before
the gap at Trices can let through this
volume of water alone, or with the as-
sistance of other crevasses which may
0cCur,

The Senate.

Washington, D. C., Mar. 19.

When the Senate met at 11 o'clock
this morning it agreed to the resolution
authorizing the committee on territories
or a subcommittee to sit during the
recess at such places ns it may desire to
consider bills relative to the district of
Alaska.

Mr. Morgan offered a resolution,
which went over under the rules. It
declared it to be the sense of the Senate
that abuses of the powers of taxation by
the United States shall cease; that trade
and commerce with and between the in-
sular possessions of the United States
ghall be free and unrestricted; that the
republic of Cuba shall be invited to

pt a like policy with reference to all
places within the jurisdiction of the
United Stales; and that the United
Statee shall mlupt a policy, the extin-
guishment of its public debt by apply-
ing thereto its available resources and
that ‘‘the power of corporations chartered
by the State or the United States
when employed for the purpose of
monoply or in restraint of trade
or production are subject to the control
of law, and that Congress within the
limit of its powers can exercise such
control, and owes to the country the
vigorous and effective use of such

wers."'

The resolution offered by Mr, Mor-
gan was in the handwriting of the
Alabams  Senator. He asked that
it beread to the Scnate, The read-
ing clerk had some difficulty in deciph-
ering it, whereupon Mr. Morgan
walked to the desk and taking the copy
read it through, The reading was in
wuch a low tone of voice that no one

stosm which reached Denver from the
west yesterday mu‘:ln::? has proved to be
the most severe bli experienced there
this winter. The snow, driven fiercely
before a high north wind, makes pedes-
trianism difficult, and business is serious-
Iy curtailed, There was every indica-
tion that the storm would continue
throughout last night and that the weath-
er will become decidedly colder, espe-
cially in the northeastern ion of the
State.

RACE QUESTION IS THE SENATE,—
The race question was discussed in the
Senate yesterday, Mr. Money spoke for
two hours, his remarks having direct
reference to the action of the President
in closing the Indianola (Miss.) post-
office. Among other things Mr. Money
said that in the South it was believed
that Mr. Roosevelt, when he succeeded
President McKinley, whould make an
American instead of a sectional Presi-
dent, but & change had come overtho
spirit of this dream. “He is not so
much an American President,’” said Mr.
Money, “‘ashe is the president of the
black belt,”” and, he added, with some
feeling, *‘we don’t consider him a great
American President. There is a race
prejudice in the South, and I thank God
that there is,”" The prejudice nst
the negro, he asserted, is not local, but
prompted by a universal sentiment,
Answering Mr. Foraker, he said that
while the people of the South had here-
tofore tolerated negro officeholders they
did not want any more of them. *‘This
is a white man's country and a white
man’s government,'’ said Mr. Morcey.

for the African, but for the white man."
