The largest cf these little won-
dors 18 smaller than the smallest pin-
head ¢nd some of them so minute that
they can enslly be gt through the eye
of & common sewing needle, yet each Is
as perfect ns the pearly nautilus, the
spider shell, the sea urchin or any other
marine oddity.

One will bave the perfect
outlines of n miniature basket, ancther
will look like a falry's tobacco bex,
while a third needs no effort of the im-
aglnation to give it the form of & bot-
tlo, The fiash shells of Ceylon and Aus-
tralla are the only llving representa-
tives of these conchologleal wonders.
