I imagine thatoneof the most difficult

What San Francisco needs most at the
present time is & better system of govern-
ment. She has such a great variety of
people in her much mixed up population
that government is a hard problem to
solve, Change the present system, clean
out the element now existing and start
on # new basis, and new life will spring
up and San Francisco will be great. A
stranger entering the city, as he emerges
from the ferry landing at the foot of
Market street isat once impressed that
he has set foot within bounds of at least
a busy placeif not agreat one. The street
cars all center here, and the overland
passengers land here from the ferry
seross the bay, from Oakland, the termi-
nus of the Southern Pacific Railroad for
San Francisco. Thousands of people
are going and coming day and night, and
the track across the bay is reully im-
mense, all of which betokens business
and thrift,

Market street is the central and main
street of the city, and extends from the
bay for two miles towards the ocenn
beach. It contains quite a number of
fine business blocks, some of which are
of solid structure, but many are built of
wood, and mavy are small buildings
with false fronts and additions, and it is
this class of buildings throughout the
vity that need removing and more solid
and larger structures put in their places.
Itis a wonder that some great confla-
gration has not yet visited this section of
the city.

The prominent buildings on Market
street are the Examiner, The Call and
the Chronicle huildings, standing on op-
posite corners, all high and imposing
and supposed to be fire proof. The
Palace Hotel eontaining eight hundred
rooms attracts some attention with its
front of bay windows, but it is con-
structed of wood, and is liable to be de-
stroyed by fire nt any time.
