MR. CLEVELAND'S SPEECH,

Ex-President Grover Cloveland made a
notable speech before the members of the
Commercial Club attheir annual banquet
in the Auditorium Hotel in Chicago last
night, Thesubject discussed by Mr, Cle-
veland was ‘“‘American Good Citizen-
ship,”” and he dwelt at length on the
necessity of every citizen doing his part
to make political action what it should
be.

With
n hardihood that savors of insolence, an
old pretext,which has preceded, the
doom of ancient experiments in papular
rule, is dally and hourly dinned in onr
ears. We are told thatthe national splen-
dor we have built upon the showy ven-
tures of speculative wealth is a bu{m of
our success.  Wenow see the apparently
incorrigible dislocation of the proper re-
lations between labor and capital. I
have faith that the swakening is forth-
coming; and on this faith I build a cheer-
ful hope for the healing ofall the wounds
inflicted in slumber and negleet.”

Gonzales, decided, after more than 21
hours deliberation, that he was not
wuilty of murder. The verdict brings
with it the inference that the jurymen
considered the shooting justifiable, Till-
man a miserable night. The
strain of waiting for a verdict that meant
life or death, told onhim. When called
into court to hear the verdict, he was
baggard, but tried to appear as listless
and indifferent a8 during the trial. It
was just 10:30 when the jurymen knook-
ed on the door of the room and an-
nounced that they had arrived at a con-
clusion. Judge Gary took his seat and
directed the sheriff to arrest any one
making a demonsteation, The jury was
then called in, polled and the verdict
handed to Judge Gary, who read it and
announced that lt‘Zund the prisoner
not guilty. There was a burst of cheer-
ing in the room and then Tillman’s
friecnds crowded aroung him offering
congratnlations and shaking him by the
hand. Tillmsu brightened up when the
favorable decision was 1 and
when he received his discharge left the
court room, his face wreathed in
smiles, From the court house Tillman
wer't to the Lexington jail to get his ef-

fumily servant, George Johnson, anegro,
who has been faithful to his master
throughout the long imprisonment and
trinl, From the juil Tillman went to
the hotel where his mother and his wite
were awaiting him. The meeting was
most affectionate. Tillman refused his
two pistols which were handed to him
when the verdict was pronounced.

Later Col.. Tillman gave out the
following statement: ‘I feel very geate-
ful for the verdict, but at no time did |
apprehend any serious consequences, |
of course, regret deeply [Jthe death of Mr
Gonzales, but I was forced to do what
Idid,”

The gharge against former Lieut, Gov.
James H. Tillman was the shooting
aud killing of N. (.- Gonzales, editor of
the Columbian State. The shooting oe-
curred on January 15th last, on the
streets of the State capital. The Lieu-
tenant Governor had just left the capitol
building after presiding over a session of
the State Senate. He Gonzales
on the street, and, apparently without
warning, drew a revolver and shot the
editor throngh the abdomen, Gonzales
staggered and fell, He was taken to
his office and from there to his home,
where he died on January 19. Tillman,
after the shooting, walked away and
gave himsell up. He was placed in
juil and has been in custody ever siuce.
His case was to have been -tried in
Columbia, but his attorneys had the
place changed to Lexington. The
shooting was the result of a personal
and politiesl feud bronght about by the
bitter attacks which Gonzales made on
Tillman, through the Columbia Stats,

Senator Thomas Collier Platt and
Mrs, Lillian T, Janeway the ceremony
had not heen performed at the Marble
Collegiate Church up to noon today, and
the report was in circulation that it
would not be necessary for the couple to
go thereas they were married very quietly
A few days ago. Senator Platt positively
refused to make any statement to the
newspaper men, When seenin his apart-
mentg at the Fifth Avenue Hotel this
morning he said: ‘I will not beinter-
viewed, and any statements that may he
published s coming from me will have
no foundation, in fact’" The Senator
left the Fifth Avenue Hotel ghortly be-
fore ten o’clock, and was driven to the
Holland House, where Mrs, Janeway,
has been stopping since her arriv-
al in the city. Soon after he left
members of the republican Siate or-
ganized tipped ‘off the newspaper men
who had congregated to wituess the
wedding, that Mrs, Janeway was al-
ready M, Platt. The rumor had it
that the couple had been quictly mar-
med in Mrs. Juneway's apariments on
Sunday last by Rev. Dr. Burrell, pastor
of the Episcopal Marble Colleginte
Church. When a card was sent to the
Senator asking him if the report was
true, heseut it back unapswered. In-
quiry at Dr, Burrell's residence revealed
the fact that nothing was known there
regarding the alleged ceremony.

The fact that Senator Platt and Mrs,
Janeway were married on Sunday was
confirmed at one o’clock this afternoon
by the Senator’s private Hecretary, Mr.
