MORE WAR TALK.
"War is iuevitable," was the report

received in Ixmdon yesterday by a large
British shipping firm from its agent at

Yokohama, and niost of the other .lin-

patches from the Far East that have
reached London are of equally pcssi-
uiistic nature.

Llovds underwriters yesterday put up
rates to nearly treble what they wore

Thursday. The general rate on British
vessels for the voyage out to the far
enstern waters on Thursday antB 8 ahii-
lings 4 pence per cent. Yesterday after-
nooii one of the mostinfluential English
oaraan of eastern tonnage could not get
better quotationa than 10 .shillings par
cent. for his ileet, with a warranty of no
blockade running and no eanjug oi
nuinitionsof war to belligerents. Whcrc
underwriters bad written .£1,000 lines
on Thursday they would not take more

than £100 lines yesterday.
The rate for Japanese and Rtissi.in

vessels likewisc advanced Irom 7 ahib
lings f> pence per cent. to 20 shillings
and more. A good deal of speculative
business wns also done, the underwriters
charging 30 and even 40 guineas ($lf>0
t>, say, $200) on policies against a de-
claration ol war only during the next
tb e: months.
. la a dispatch to the London Daily
Mail that papers's correspondent at

Yokohama reiterates a statement made
October 19 that the Russians are fortify-
ing Yongampho and declares that yes¬
terday he had authentic information that

they bave built a fort and are preparintr
to mount heavy guns there. The Jap¬
anese goveinment, the correspondent
continues, is conferring with repreaeuta-
tives ol all Japanese railroads witb a

view to effecting the most speedy
mobilizntion of the army whenever this
becomes uecessary.
The Tientsin correspondent of the

London Daily Mail reports that Japan
has warned China that she will occupy
some points in Chinese territory if Rus-
sia fails to evacuate Manchuria.
The Japanese legation at Paris and

the Freuch foreign office do not believe
that war between Russia and Japan is
imminent. They say the negotiations
continue and they predict a peaceful
termination of the conference at Tokio.
From inquiries made in many quar-

ters it isevident London considers the sit-
uation beyond question very serious, and
anxiety is deepening.
The Vienna correspondent ofthe Lon¬

don Daily Telegraph says it is known
there that Russia absolutely refuses to

yieldajot, and that at tbe Japanese
Legation, where hitherto a confidcntly
peaceful view has been taken, the possi-
bility of war is considered nearer. "All
appears," adds this correspondent, "to

hang on a single thread. The decision
doe* not rest with St. Petersburg, but
lies in the hands ofthe Russian Viceroy
in the Far East, wherein is the danger
that war might be proclaimed in a

night."
Advices from Tientsin say it is

learued there that Russia is negotiating
with | steamship ompany of Shanghai
to charter steamers belonging to the
company to run between Shanghai and
Fort Arthur, the government repre-M-nt-
ing that tbe present volunteer fleet is
not sufficient to carry on the traffic.
