City School Board.

The monthly meeting of the City
School Board was held last night, pres-
ent: Cul. F. L. Smith, chairman, and
Messis, Thompson, Yates, Marbury,
Thomson, Carne, Bryant, Sweeney and
the Superintendent.

The committee on school houses and
furniture presented the plans prepared by
City Engineer Dunn for the water closets
at Peabody building and reported prog-
ress. The plans were approved.

The Superintendent presented an esti-
mate for paving in front of the Peabody
building, but no action was taken,

The finance committee to whom had
been referred a petition of H. T, White,
for an increase of salary, reported that
they could not recommend the request,
as the board had no funds.

Several bills for supplies and repairs
were ordered to be paid.

The Superint endent reported that the
schools were in successful operation, but
that there was & Jnck of substitute teach-
ers—only one beingavailable ; the others
having secured engagements elsewhere,
He stated that recently, when one of the
teachers was sick, her school had been
elosed for nearly & week, and he request-
ed that he be allowed to employ such
rﬂmns as he thinks competent to teach
m cuse of need The Superintendent
was authorized to employ anyone he
deems competent toteach when necessity

The superintendent placed upon the
desk of each of the members a copy of
his annual report. He stated that the
City Council would have to furnish more
money anvually, as much as §15,000,
if it wanted the Zschools properly con-
dueted, He thonght that Council conld
be required to uppropriate three mills on
the dollar on the assessed value of prop-
erty in the city, and that the Com-
missioner of the Revenue had informed
him that the assessment on personal
property, real estate, railroad tolling
stock, d&e., amounted to $5,000,000.

The finance committee was requested
to look into the matter and ascertain
the amount of money the board could
call for,

The superintendent stated that some
of the schools were overcrowded, es-
pecially in the primary grades,

Thi= being the sunual meeting for the
election of officers, Col. F. L. Smith
was unanimously re-elected chairman,
as was also Mr. Hubert Snowden clerk.
Col. Smith returned his thanks for the
continned assarance of confidence placed
in him; expressed his great interest in
the public schools ; regretted that re-
cently he had been unable to sttend
many meetings of the board, but said he
hoped in future to be a wmore regular
attendant and to share his part of the
labors of the trostees.

In conformity to an ordinance of the
ity Council passed in May inst allowing
the Washington Alexandria and Mount
Vernon Railway Company to furnish
electric power for incandescent lighting,
that company kas furnished the Mayor
with a statement of receipts, from that
source for three months ending Septem-
ber 80, 1903, The gross amount is
$112.47, of which the city receives one
fifth, or twenty per cent., $22.50. The
receipts as reported to the Mayor are as
follows: (iross, for July, 857,88 ;
August, $39.42; September, 35,67,
Prior to the passage of this ordinance
persons were allowed toarrange with the
railway company for current, agreeing
to use as much gas as formerly.  Under
the law the matter and manner of using
gas, much or little, is optional, as the
city levies a taxon the current which
