Whilethe phyaJciaaa
were looking after the injured citizens
and trainmen, a party of rescuers was at
work around the wrecked train aad
another party directed its eflbrts to tba
burning buildings. Deapite the bard
work of the fire fighters, the re-i.
of Dr. H. C. Johuson and the poblia
school building were consumed, and ,i

dozen other houses were rendered uniii-
habitable.
