THE WAR CLOUD.
The Russian government is noting
with elosest attention and keenest in-

teres the uncommon energy now being
showo by the Chinese in making warlike
preparations under the guidance of a
large number of Japanese instroctors.
This has grown eo serious a8 to come
into the first line of Russia’s caleuls-
tinns, increasing as it does the possibili-
ties of war and broadening oot the sit-
ustion on new lines.

Nor does the attitude of the Chinese
in the least dismny the war party in St.
Petershurg. On the contrary, its mem-
bers compare the possible entry of China
into the arena to the ““folly’’ of the
Orange Free State in espousing the
Transvadl cause, with the result of los-
ing its freedom and making the cam-
pign *‘doubly easy for the English."”

In diplomatic circles the view is Liken
that if Ruossia is attacked by two powers,
according to the terms of the Franco-
tussian alliance France must come 10
the aid of her ally, following which
nothing could stop England from coming
in, as she is bound to do by the recent
treaty, should Japan be attacked hy
more than one power, After that the
possibilities of  further international
complications are unlimited. Buch is the
talk of the day in St Petersburg.

The Chiness board of war has ordered
the viceroys to furnish full informution
asto the numbers of foreign-trained
troops available for active service. The
viceroys of three of the central provinces,
in response, have reported that 90,000
such troops are in readiness, This un-
questionably is a remarkable cxaggern-
uon, s the great mujorty of the foreigu-
trained troops exist only on paper.

The Downger Empress has issued an
edict, at the request of Prince Ching, ap-
pointing seéveral unknown and probably
mexperienced officials as heads of army
