Reveala Father's Crime.
A diamatic atory waa unfolded at th«

trial, which terminated in Vieuna, jpy
tcrday, of a man named Kaufmann, wh<
was accused by his own daughter of i

murder comntitted 10 years ago. Thi
victim of the crime was a ahopkeeper
who had been robbed of a large muh nl
money and brutally hacked to dtath
To the identity of the murderer there
waa absnlutely no clue, but Kauffunnn
liightened hy the close iaveetlfatioi
which was being male, accused a fel
low-townsman named Qeaaiager, the
iiter's wilc, and an ex-soldier nan.ee

N g*l of having committed ihe murder
He aided the poliee in weaving an as

tonishing web of circumstantial evidenc.
round these three, aud in the end the
woman and the ex-soldier, between
whom there had been an intrigue, were

found guilty and sentenced to death,
Ocnsinger being acqui'.ted. On appeal,
however, the death sentence was re-

mitted, aa is the custom in Austria when
Ihe evidence is of a purely circum¬
stantial character. Nagel died a few
years later in prison, whrre tLe woman,
continually protesting her innocence,
was rapidly losing her reason.
To this tragedy of justice miscarried

there came afew week'a ago an astounl-
ing sequel. Kaufmann's wife, cleaning
out a loft in their house, came acrosi

aome property which she recognized as

having belonged to the murdered shop-
ke«p<r. She conlronted her husband
witn it, and eventually he confessed that
he was the real murderer. They agreed
to keep their guilty secret but
their conversation had been over-

heard by their daughter, and, tor-
tured by the thought that au innocent
woman was consigned to a living death
in jail. and that one life had paid the
penalty of her father's long-concaaled
crime, she went to the poliee. There
was a terrible scene in court when the
daughter.a ta.11, handsome girl of 20.
almost incoherent with grief, told hei
story to the public prosecutor. Its truth
was admitted by Kaufmann, who with
callous unconcern told the judge that he
went to chureh before killing his victim
and prayed that his crime might be suc¬

cessful, aud tbat its author might not be
discovered. He waa sentenced to 2(
years' imprisonment.

Murdered in Revenge.
A murder, surrounded by some extra-

ordinary circumstancea, occured in the

early hours of Wednesday morning al

Montreuil, France. Thedead body of a

man named Picot was found lying on

the pavement, and there were no fewer
than 29 deep wounds on his face, throat
and neck. People living nearby stated
that during the nigbt they heard shout-
ing and siuging and the playing ofan
accordion, with which were mingled
acreama as of some one in agony. As
the result of inquiries the poliee arrested
a dustman named Petit, aged 20, who
coafessed to the crime. He stated
that Picot had struck him without
provocation, and that he resolved to be
avenged. He went home for his knife,
and told his frienda, and about a dozen
of them and several womeu went with
him to look for Picot, whom they found
at the corner of a street. "While I
atabbed him in the face and neck," said
l'etit, "my friends sang and danced and
played the accordion, so as to drown
Picot'a screams, and," he added cyni-
cally, "he squealed like a pig while I
struck him." Although the murderer
declared that noneofhis friends inter-
feted, the poliee are satisfied that at
least two otbers held Picot down while
Petit killed him.

Lightning Bohead s Chickens.
Lightning Tuesday night struck three

times on John Miller's farm, south of
Irwin, Pa. The first bolt hit the pig pen
and a porker was struck on th? hcad and
killed. Next the heu house was hit by a

bolt. which killed three chickens, tearing
off their heads. The third fiash struck
the barn, starting a fire which cousumed
the building and grain. All thelive stock
was saved, except a cow that was stunned
by the lightning.
The persistent rains ofthe past few

weeks today resulted in the sinking of
a portion ofthe village of Cuevaa, near

Malaga, Spain. There were 32 casual-
ties.
