ANOTHER RUSSIAN REVEEBE.
KiiHulan Battleship Deatroyed.Seven

II iiikIi e.l Persons KHled Othor

SLipa Reported tobeDamaged.An¬
other Attack on Port Arthar.

I/>ndon, April 13..The 8L Petera-

burg corresponient of the Reuter Tele-

gram Company wires that a s«_ii-of-

licial telegram haa been received in the
Russian capital atating that tbe Rus-
sian battleship Petropaulovski haa been
sunk off Port Arthur. Four officers,
includidg the Grand Duke Cyril, the
Czar's cousin, were wounded. It is re¬

ported that two others shipa were aeri-
ously damaged.
St Petersburg, April 13..A dispatch

has been received by Grand Duke Vladi-
mir, Fatber ofthe Grand Duke Cyril,
nnnouncing that his son was wounded.
The dispatch further states that the
Petropaulovski was not torpedoed, but.
was blown up by accident. The battle¬
ship strtick a mine at the cntrance of
the harbor when retumingfrom a cruise.
Seven hundred men are reported dead,
including Vice Admiral Makarofl.
Tbe fact that Chinese porta heard

heavy firing duriug the night in the di-
rection of Port Arthur the belief prevails
here that the Japaneae fleet had some-

thing to do with the disaster.
St. Petersburg, April 13..An offi-

cial dispatch just made public here con-

firms the news of the disaster to the bat¬
tleship Petropaulovski.
The Patn.paulovski was a first claas

battleship of 10,030 tons displacement.
She was 367J feet in length. 8he was

completed in 1893 and waa one of the
fineat fighting machines in the Ruasian
navy.

London, April 18..The general staff
haa confirnied mostof the dctails ofthe
reported blowiug up of the battleship Pe¬
tropaulovski by a mine at Port Arthur.
Au official dispatch is expected momen-

tarily. The Czar has dispatched a

conriec to eoavey hiscondolencesto Mr.«.
Makaroff. Twenty-fivc sailors, aud four
officers escaped from the ill-fated vessel.
Grand Duke Cyril's escape is described
as miraculous. "Although he was serious-
|y wounded, Jie swam ashore. Tbe first
report that other ships were injured has
not been confirnied.

Chefoo, April 13..A private dis¬
patch from Port Arthur ttates that
tbe Japanese attacked Port Arthur this
morning. The full Russian fleet under
Admiral Makarofl, adds the dispatch,
weut out to meet the Japanese, and aid-
ed by the forts drove the attackers off.

London, April 13..Henry Labouchre
in his newspaper, Truth, today, quotea
a Russian friend as atating that the im-

pressiou in Russia is that the war with
Japan will he ended during the coming
fcutnmer. This Russian friend is further
qnoted assaying that a fight with Kng-
land over thelatter'sexpedition inThibel
is not considered an itnpossibility.

St. Petersburg, April 13..Vice Ad¬
miral Gregorovotch has issued the fol¬
lowing official account of the loss of the

Petropaulovski: "The Petropaulovski
struck a mine at the entrance of the
harbor today. The mine exploded and
the vessel overturned. Our squadron
was near Golden Mouutain at the time.
The Japanese were approachiug the port
at the time. Vice Admiral Makaroff is
appareetly dead. Grand Duke Cyril,
Captain 'Yakovleff, five officers and
thirty-two sailors escaped. A number
of bodies have already been recovered."

London, April 13..TheSt Petersburg
corresoondent of the Central News wires
that nieniorial services for Vice Admiral
Makaroff and the other officers who lost
their lives on the battleship Petiopaul-
ovski are scheduled for tomorrow.

Bi, IVtersl.tirg, April 13..An official
dispatch received in St. Petersburg this
evening, makes official acknowledgment
of the fact that a battle has been raging
at Port Arthur today. The dispatch
Bajri the Japanese fleet haB retired aud is
niiw siationed at Liao-Tio-Shan to the
south of Port Arthur.

Teacher Orivon Inaane.

Evansville, Ind., April 13..Driven
inaane beeause she atood by and saw bcr
:il pupiU whippad in th3 school room,
Miss Bettha Montgomery died last night
in iheas\lum to which she had been
-ent. She was a student in the Owens-
ville Hi.h School. Six weeks ago one

of the teachcrs in the school, Miss Mar-

tin, was taken ill and askcd Miss Mont
gomery to take her place. ahe consent-
ed but was unable to control the pupils.
Miss Mmtgomery called in Principal
Laslie, who, after lecturing the pupils
several times, decided to whip the whole
lot. Laslie called in the teachers of the
building to witness the whipping and
Miss Montgomery W8s among them. In
the morning he lined up the sixteen

boyi in the room and, aided by Assist-
ant Principal Boren, gave the boys a

flogging. In tbe aftemoon the girls
were whipped. The next day Misa
Montgomery hegan to act strangely and
physicians were called in. She was ad-
judged insane and brought tothe asylum
here and had grown constantly worse

ever since.
_

The lteault in Ma*aachus«'tt-.
Boston, April 13. . Hon. Bichard

Olney and the conaervative deraocracy
were' easily victorioua over the followers
of William R. Hearst, of New Yerk, in
the party caucuses held throughout Mas-
sachusetta yesterday. Ofthe 239 dele-
gates from Boston, all but six, at the

outside, will be for Olney. In several
of the outeide citiea, particularly tbe
manufacturing centrea, the Hearstmove-
ment amoug the labor men made itaclf
manifest and it was in these places that
mostof the Hearst delegates were chosen.
George Fred Williams, who is carrying
the Hearst banner, was chosen at the
caucuses in his home towu a delegate te
the state convention, where he will take
thefightfor the Xew YorkCengressman.

Automobile Worae Burned.

Detroit, Mich., April 13..Fire broke
out at 8 o'clock in the varnish roora of
Cadillac Automobile Works, Caas avenue

and Antoinette street. the largest plant
ofthe kind in the United States. Fed
by varni-h and gasoline stored in the
building, the whole factory was soon in
flaraes, and its total destruction is only a

qaeatioa of a short time. The loas on

l.uilding and materials, will appoximate
$500,000. Heavy loaa will al«o reanlt
from the stoppage of work, as the firm
bad $3,000,000on orders in hand. Six
workmen were hurt in escaping from tbe
burning building.
