WAR IN THE EAST.

An accovnt given in 8t. Petersburg of
the movements of the cavalry under
Major General Mistchenko, while not
officiallv confirmed, is rceepted as trust-
worthy. It is as follows: Ceneral
Mistchenko's Cossacks reached Songjin,
northeast Korea, und alter occupying
that place turned porth along the Seoul-
Peking road and occupied Anju, Nota
shot was fired, the Japaneseand Koreans
withdrawing. The unexpected appesr-
ance of Cossacks in the rear of the
Japanese force near the Yalu caused a
panic awong the Japanese troops pro-
ceeding towards the Yalu from Ping-
yang, and they consequently retieated.
The Japanescjtroops at Pakchon, Kusong,
Kasan and Chongju did npot attempt to
stop the Cossacks, but moved towards
the northwest by forced marches

The geueral staff believes that one of
the Japanese columns while attempling
to cross the Ynlo civer at Turenchen
sustained severe loss awing to the unea-
pected shelling by a Russian battery
from the opposite bank, which destroye:
the Japapese ponfoous.

The Japauese, the general stafl’ says,
tried to cross the river at six or seven
different points and succeeded aply at
one point, The staff has no further
news,

The crossing of the Yalu river by the
Japaoese forc =4 did not impress Lthe Rus-
sinus, in view of the reports of the ensv-
ing Japanese reverse. These reporta
became more pers'stent st noon and
caused an all-round rise in prices on the
Bourse, hut so far there has been no
confirmation of them ofticially.

The Japraese toops which crossed the
Yale. porh of Evitiwn (Tebangdjion ),
cha-ged duiing tue night of Aprtl 26-27,
the Reseinn porilion, near Lizaveos, a
villuge un the Mancharian bank of the
Ya'u, They were rapulsed bat ther
loe+ is not known, Two ganboais sweamed
up the river to 1lie suppo.t of the Japa-
nese, when a Russien field battery at
Amisan opened upon them, resultiag in
a doel which lasied for 20 minuies, The
Ttussiau fire was too hot, and Lhe gun-
buats were forced to furn and steam ont
of -ange  The Japanese were faciliiated
in crossing by their oceupation of the
Island of Samalinda.

A dispatch to the Paris Temps {rom
St Peterspurg says: “The Jupanese
eoutinue o cross the Yalu river in amall
squads. The Russian (aclics seem to be
not (o seriossly oppose these preliminary
movementsa, The staff of the ministry of
marine gives credence (o, but does mnol
positively confirm the report that the
Viadivostok squadron sank two Japanese
iranspoiis  bonnd io¢ he Island of
Sukbalio.

Vice Admical Skrydioff leitSt. Peters-
burg for Moscow yesterday. His depart-
ure was-maiked by sceoes ssinilar to
thése which accompanied the frvewells
of the other commanders, There was
u large erowd at the Nicholas railroad
station, Many women presented bou-
auets io the Adwmiral. The Archiman-
drite Cornelius bestowed on him en im
age of St. Alexander Nevsky, the patron
saint of St. Petxsburg, and made an ad-
dress, saying the failhial members of
the Orthodox Churen wonid poay the
Alinighty to protect the Admiral agaiost
danger nad to give him victory. Ad-
mirai Skrydloff wassprinkled with waer
from the mirzculous spring of St. Sera-
phim, the hermit of Saroff, whose receat
canonization was attended by the Ciar
and Ozarina, Amulets were afo banded
to him and he was presented an ikon
containing  refica . dating fiom the
thirteenith century.  Beoeath a merry
exterior Admiral Skeydlod is  in-
tensely relizious. He went in the
morniag {0 the chapel in St. Peier the
Great's house aod pessed a whole hovein
prayer. The admiral is going 1o slop at
Moascow and pray at St. Bergius’ moaas-
tery, Admiial Verkhovsky has showed
the empress an image of the Virgin for
whieh Le claimed mirnea'ous properties,
which the Russians ferveotly hope is go-
ing to turn the tide of battle at Iort
Arthur. The admiral told the empress
the story of the image, which depicts the
Virgin as she appeared to & sailor, a
veteran of the seige of Sebastopol. Two
months before the outbreak of the pres-
eut wag, said the admiral, the Virgin
appeared to the sailor and said: *‘Maay
woes are going o befall Port Arthur un-
til my image is sent there. Then Port
Artour will be victorious."

The sailor went on a pilgzimage fo
the great moaastery of Kieff a1d told his
droam to the 10,000 pilg/ims ihere.
Ench of them gave five Lopecks (24
cents) to have the dream depicied, but
the artist who made the image refused
to receive payment. The ikon event-
nally was seat to Admiral Verkhovsky
as geaior admiral, 1t represents the Vir-
gin beming na image of Christ, with
archangels on each side aad God &bove,
paying : ““There can bo but one flock
and one shopherd.”’
