Tlif Primary Klcction.
Tbe primary election today, wbile

Blow and devoid of excitement, has been
marked by earneatness and determina-
tion. The champions of the candidates
for the Mayoralty have aliowed no grass
to grow under their feet and they have
flitted to and fro on loot and in vehiclea
in order to enliat aympathy and aupport
for their favoritea. Aa wai. stated Sat¬
urday, no vital iasuea have been before
auflragans. Two gentlemen.well known
and enjoying the respect of their fel-
low citizena.are in the race. One has
long enjoyed a record on the political
track and the other, already prominent
in public afTaira, is endeavoring to ac-

quire one. Tbe country will be safe no

matter which may come in firet.
There have beea many speculations

during the day as to the reault. Some
imagine their candidate will beat byaev-
eral lengtha, others by a half, quarter
or a noee. There haa also been conaid-
erable animation ahown by candidates
for the Board of Aldernien and Common
Council. Polla were opened at aunriac
at the following placea : First ward, on

the aouth aide of Prince atreet, between
Lee and Union ; Second, City Hotel;
Third, Odd Fellowa' , Hall; Fourth,
Friendshio engine house.
The voting waa slow, from the fact that

but about one-third thevotera of by-gone
daya for one reaaonor another werequah-
fied. Between eleven and twelve hun¬
dred only had met the requirementa of
the law conceruing the payment of the

capitation tox, and a percentage of this
number had not registered, while some

were out of the city. Beaides there are
