A PROTEST FEOM OERMANY.
The German government has taken a

pronipt and 6riu stand in rrgard to

the seizure of the mails of the North
German Lloyd steamer Prinz Heinrich,
which arrived at Aden July 10 from Ham-
burg and Southampton for Yokohama,
by the Russian volunteer fleet steamer

Smolensk July 15, havitig entered a pro-
test against the carrying otl ol the mails,
and askiug lor a disavowal of the cap-
tured mail sacks. The German goveru-
ment, the Foreign Otlice says, recog-
ni/es ihe right to seaich mails when on

board the vessel itself, but claims the
Smolensk had no right to take off mails
in bulk from the vessel. The further
argument is advauced that the right to
search can only be exercised by a war-

ship, whereas the 8molen.sk traversed
the Ibirdanelles.only recently, flying the
Russian coniuiercial ilag, not assuming
ihe ( haracter of a warship. No answer

has yet heen reeeived from Russia.
Diplomatic circles believe Russia will
speedily disavow the seizure, since a

refusal to do ao will certainly raise the
question of the status of the .Smolensk.
Discussions of the incident among the
forcign diplomats show there is a belief
Ihat tbe raising of this qoeotkM will be
extremely awkward for Russia, since
thejSmolensk passed the Dardanelles as

a merchantman and assumed the role of
:i warship in the Red Sea. In detei
ininiiig her status only two alternatives
are jiermissilile sho is either a warrior
or a pirate and Russia having every
reas.in lo prevent (lermany from pressing
for a decision on this point, will, it is
believed, gracefully disavow the rash act
of the Smolensk.
Two naval orders issued yesterday by

the British admiralty are believed to in-
dicate a deteriniiiation on the part of
Great Hritain to protect British shipping
Irom uniiisti6ab!e acts by the Russian
navy. One order directs the Mediterra-
nean squadron to leave Malta and pro-
ceed iniiiiediiitely to Alexandria, which
ia dnse to the month ol the Suez canal,
and the other directs two fast cruisers to

proeeed Ihrougll the Suez canal and take
ii station on the Red Sea, near the scene

of the receiit interference bv RoaadMI
aitxiliary cruisers with neutnil vesnels of
Great Eritain and Germany.

Strike Situation.
A fresh eflbrt toward a settlement of

the packinghouse strike in Chicago was

made ycslcrday afternoon by Secre¬

tary C. L Ch:un|>, of the Stalionary
Fireinen's [nternational Union, and by
I'resident Jooeph .Morton, ot the local
body of the same organization. The two

officials, alter a conference with Presi¬
dent Donnelly, proceeded to call on the
packers. The attetnpt, however, failed,
as the packers were all out iu the ynrds
and would not be seen.

President Donnelly yesterday sent out
a new cireular urging the men against
violence, M follows:
"We must win. Because every

Ainerican citizen must have living
wages. Must have a good home.
Must have the very best for the chil¬
dren. Must have "recognition for the
union. We can win, it you stick by
the union ; if we obcy the union when
it says, inolcst ao person or property
and abide strictly by the laws of the
country."
A crowd of men concealed behind a

fenee bombarded a I>ake Shore train
which had on board N negroes bound
for the plant of Arnrour & Co. The
train was crossing Wentworth avenue

when avolley ofbrieks and stones was

hurled nt the windows. Tlie negroes
took reltige behind the seats, and uo one

was injured.
Of the men injured in Sunday nitrht's

riot near the stockyards two are still in
a critieal condition. It is said the
others will recover.

Slugged into inseusibility by a dozen
men early yesterday and left for dead ou

the tracks of the Ashland avenue trolley
line, Anton Bartusiakovis, an employe
al the Swift packing plant, is dying at

the County Hoapital. His injuries, in

the opinion of Police Inspector Hunt,
were iiiHicted by strike sympathizers
and the wheels of a trolley car. The
men, according to a witness who has
talked to tne police, set upou Bartusia¬
kovis as he was going home from work.
When thev could not make him join the
strikers they broke his skull, fractured
his jaw, kicked him about the face, head
and body and then threw him upon the
car tracks._
