Hazy Condltion ea* Atmosphere.
Tbe hazyconditiou of the stmosphere

which has existed for the past four days
recalls the densc haze which hung over

thia part of the country for half a dozen

days last August as the rr.ult of forcst
firea in the north and east. Weather
Bureau ollicials, also, when they report
this haze, rcler to the years ioA and
1885, when \iolent volcanic eruplionsin
Sumatra threw o4T so much -moke that a

pronounced haze wks thrown over the
whole earth for .lon?time. Throtighout
the month of Septimber, 18hT, a haze
hung overa large portionof the country.
In the present instance Ihe cause is at-

tributeil to a stagiiHiit atmosphere. This
explanalion was lully borne out by the
Weather Bureau ubservaiions, for the
velocity of the wind on Sunday sank to
the low inaxiiiium of only lOmilesan hour,
and the minimum was as low as three
miles an hour, and the settingsun show
ed a golden red as iu rays were dilfracted
by the sluggish atmosphere.
