VICTIMS OF FEUD.
Aa a reault of an attempt to collect a

long standing bill by a clerk in.a coun¬

try atore at Green Shoals, twenty miles
soutbof Huntington, W. Va., on the
Guan river, yesterday two men were

killed, one latally injured, anothcr
seriously injured, and two more men

who eacaped and have disappeared, are

supposed to be injured. The fight may
result in another bloody feud being add-
ed to those alreadyexisting iu that part
ofthe country. Tbe dead are: Allen
Ilrumfield, for twenty years ajustice of
the peaceof Lincoln county shot through
the heart and instantly killed: William
Adams, sbot four timea in the bot1 " and
died inimediately after the fight. The
injured are George Mtad, shot in twice
in the body and will die. John Lambcrt,
shot through Ihe shouldcr, and seriously
but not latally injured
Two brotbers of John Lambert, who

engaged in the fitjlit are believed to be
wounded, but escaped to the mountaina.
The tib'lit starttd over an attempt of
Lambert, who was clerk in a contitry
itore at Greeo Shnala. to collect a long-
¦tandiag accounl againat Adama, The
men engaged ia an argamaat over tbe
accouat ia tbe atraet several days ago.
Aih.nis was with frietids at the titne,
and nfter heated words atruck Lambert,
wbo waa aloaa. Lambert did aotBgbt,
but yesterday while with his two
brotbers, be caine upon Adains in com¬

pany with Qeorge Mead. The light was

renewed upon aigbt, all tbe tnea being
hcavily armed. The firiag opened la
tbe street and Ihe men were almost en-

reloped ln a ;lond ofamoke. Hrumtield
ruabed betweeo the factiooi with his
haoda uplifted, naarmed and erying,
"jtop, liovs, itop." Caught batween
the eroaaflre of the twooppoeiogfacUone,
he dropped to thegrotmddead. Adains,
just beiure BrataflaM came upon the
act-ne, had been ahot to death, fotir bul-
leta having picrccd hiabody. Mcad wn*

lying on tbe gronad vrlth two balleU la
hia body and iiring as helay on his side.
After tbe death of Brnmfleld the men

broke awar, and all attempted to eeeape.
John Lamberl was loand lying ao the
niountaiiisidc almost aeaei V--. by a

d'-pnty abariff and members of a p..-se,
and placed under a heavy guard. Mead
was carried into a near-by house and
was dying last nigbt. The two brothera
of John Lambert, who are wounded,
escaped to the mountain*, and are being
buiited by several poeaea. There is
niuch talk of lynching the Lamberts if
they are captured

llattle With Triuiiiw.

Mayor Wyckoff, of Plainfield, N. J.,
led a poaae of fellow-citizens in battle

early Sunday morning againat a band of
armed trarups, winning a signal victory.
He ia now the center of admiration of
all hia fellowtownamen. One of tbe
trampa was serioualy injuied as the re¬

ault of a previous fight among them-
selvea. Railroad men at the Green-
brook tanks of the Jersey Central Rail¬
road had telephoned the Mayor that
two baoda of trampa were engaged in a

deadly fight in that vicinity and begged
that poliee be aent to the acene at once.

Without waiting to find any regular po-
licemen, the Mayor jumped onan engine
at 'he rouudhouae with aeveral citizena,
who were aupplied with weapona, and the
party was haatened to the scene of
trouble as fast as ateam could take
them. They found the outlaws engaged
in a pitched fight araong themselvea,
but as soon as the latter caught sight 04
the approaching poaat of Plainfield meu

tbay tituted to re.siat attack aud opened
fire on the authorities. Shnta were

exchanged thick and fast, and
soon the trampa began to beat
hot retreat, but kept on shooting as they
ried. Finally the fugitives werebrought
to bay aud compelled to aurrender their
revolvers and other weapous. Then
they were marched iu single fiie to the
jail at Dunellen. It chanced that no

one was injured aa a reault of the shoot¬
ing, but one of the trampa hada narrrow

escape. Hia hat waa pierced by a bul¬
let fired by o.ie of the Plainfield men.

After the fugitive3 had surrendered and
when they were being marched to Dun¬
ellen one of their number was found ly¬
ing unconscious near the Greenbrook
tanks, where the trampa had fought
among themselves. Thia man's head
was a mass of bruises and there was h

deep and dangerous gash iu his fore-
head, inflicted by an iron bar. He was

taken to the Muhlenberg Hoapital, ln
Plainfield. Nine atitchea were taken in
the wound in his forehead. His as&ail-
ant was among the men captured. In-

votigation proved that the niea bad
qaarrakd among themselves about the
right to aleep la an old iactory near the
tanks. _>
