A Teinpt'Htuoiis Night.

of Alexandria nearly cight yeara ago,
awaited auxiously for an abatemeut ot
the force of the wind. Some time, how-
ever, claj.aed belore there was any ap-
parent diminution in it. Before day-
break the heavens had been cleared of

clouds, aud this morning beamed bright
and cheerful. The temperature fell be-

low the sixty mark during the night and
the weather today has been much
cooler.

Con-idering the force of the wind,
which biew with almost hurricane force
lor about three hours, tho dauiagc was

comparatively slight. A uuinber of trees

were blown down. aswerealso some tele-
phOM poles, while in many cases wires
were prostratcd. Chimneys were more
