A fortunate shift of wind saved Hali-

fax, N. S., from deatruction by fire yes¬
terday. Nevertheleas the city suflered a

loas of half a million dollars in the busi-
nem part of the water front, and the prog-
restof the rlames was only stayed ly
the dvtiamitingof a dozen building* by
the sailora from the fleet and soldiers
from the garjison.

Retween 3 and 4 o'clock yasterday
afternoon, when the fire was at its height
and a fearful s-uitherly galc was pushing
it straight toward the heart of the busi¬
ness eaator, eooatarnation reigned
throughout the entire city Shortly
after 4 o'clock, however, the wind sud-

denly shifted to the west and turued the
flames along tbe whnrvcsand warehouses-

There the fire raged on lowcr Water
wtreet, pnctically beynd control, until
7 o'clock ii st night when 800 sailors
with toip-'do apparatM landed from II.
M. S. Ariadne and Indefatigable and,
uitli theassistanceof 200troops fmnitlie
garrison, checked further piOgnM by re-

moving, with the aid of dynamite, a

d.i7.en imall baildiDga.
The fire consumed six wbarves, two

c.oal piers., twohotels adozen warehouses
aud a number of retail shops. One per-
son was killed and aiiother litally injur-
ed during the progress of the fire.
