unfaithfulneaa of his wife, Alfred M.

Freyer, a prosperoua business man, of

Newark, N. J., avenged hia wroog by
ahooting her Monday while she slept.
He then turned the piatol on himaelf
and put a bullet in hia own brain. He
fell dead acroaa her body, and ahe died
a few bour later at St. Barnabas' Hoepi-
tal without regaining conaciousneea.
From lettera left by Freyer it ia evident
that he bad the most implicit trust in
faia wife during their aeventeen yeara of
married life until the laat few days,
when he made the diacovery by tbe
mereat accident that sbe had betrayed
him. In theae lettera he regretted that
he had to take bis revenge without firat
slayiDg the guilty man. Friends of
Freyer are eertain that the abock com-

pletely unbalanced hia inind. For a

week or more it waa apparent that he
waa in distress. All of that time he was

aearching for the man in the case, a

tall iSpaniard. The Freyer had no

children of their own, but a tew years
ago they adopted a little girl. They
entertained frequently, and no one

dreamed there waa a skeleton in the
family cloaet. The police found three
lettera, in which the writer declared
tbat bia wife had openly acknowledged
ber ain to him.

Elepbant on the Kampagc.
Atter the performance of John Robin-

Bon'a ahowa at Wilraington, N. OL, one

day last week, one of the elephanta
eacaped from the herd, and it was an

hour or more before he was discovered
in a nearby stretch ot woods. The
brief term of freedom was enough to
make tbe aninial reaist a return to

captivity and bis temper went up to a

high pitch. Ten showmen bound the
elepbant with chaina and tied him to a

tree. They bad to whip him most
cruellv before be could be gotten into
aubjec'tion. During the whipping the
other elephanta stampede and they joined
in a fearful herd, numbering about
ten, tried the chorus of anorting and
roaring, making the nigbt hideous.
