brought to thia city and placed iu the
Alexandria Hoapital where he died at
an early hour Tueaday morning. It is
alleged that Redmon's wife left the Lin¬
conia neighborhood recently and weut
t Philadelphia with Williams. She
returned Monday night and waa with
Williams when her busband niet her iu
Ibc road. A difficultyoccurredbetween
Ibe two meD, during which Redmon
araj shot hy WilMams. The woman
<i.¦nies tbat she left Linconia with Wil¬
liams and says she had been away from
home about "eigbteen months, and was

on tbe road Monday night with Wil¬
liams when her busband approacbed
and started tbe difficulty. She aaserte
she did not witness the shooting, aod

xayi she left while the two men were

miarreling, and did not return until af-
i, r tbe shot had been fired and her hus-
|>aad had been picked up. The woman

waa placed in the station houae in this
city atul today was turned over to the
Fairfax atithorilies. This ia the third
murder tbat has occurred in Fairfax
t ninty this week.

Farmera of Marylaud and Virginia

for standard milk, containing 8J per
cent. of butter fat, delivered at the depota
ia Waahington, ahould be 18 centa a gal-
lou from October to April and 14 cenls
a gallon from May to September. Tbe
nverage price laat year obtained by tbe
ahippera waa 17 centa duriog tbe winter
and 13 during theaummer. Tbe dealera
will oppoae the increase in price.
