“How much longer!’’ was the burden
of the newspaper editorial articles yes-
terdsy morning. Commenting upon
the continved delay of the Russina gov-
ernment and what is characterized us the
amazing story Admiral Rojestvensky pre-
sents in defense of his action, little dis-
position is displayed to listen for a mo-
ment seriously to the admiral's story.
Some St. Petersburg special correspond-
ents even go so far as to_suggest the ex-
planation "*home manufactured.” The
most serions of the morning nowspapers
confess that the country is under the
shadow of war and that the word is now
with Russia.

The Standard editorially describes Ro-
jestvensky's whole story as the creation
of & disordered imagination, bearing its
refutation on its face, and says:
Russis $0 enter a controversy with Eng-
land on the basis of such a tissue of mis-
statements can only lead to trouble.””
The Daily Telegraph says : “'If the ad-
miral believes his own story all that can
be said is that thesooner he returns home
and is looked after the better it will be
for himself, bis family, and his coun-
try."

According to the Daily Telegraph's
8t. Petersburg correspondent Admiral
Rojestvensky received from the admiral-
ty in code secret instructions not only
suthorizing, but obliging, him to fire
upon ull ships approachiog too close or
otherwise arousing suspicion, but that
foreign governments were not notified cf
these instructions.

Test of Electaic Locomotive,

Over n six mile stretch of especially
prepared track with third rail equipment
the most powerful electric locomotive in
the world was tested yesterday morning
on the New York Central between Sche-
pectady and Hoftmans. The locomotive
has just been completed in the shops of
the Gienersl Electric Company and the
American Locomotive Works, and is of
the type which will be used by the Cen-
tral for hauling the through trains from
the Girand Central station in New York
city through Park Avenus tunuel to
Croton, on the main line, & disiance of
94 miles, and then to White Plains on
the Harlem division a distance of 24
miles. The test was a succesa, and was
witnessed by officials of the New York

jean Locomotive companies. The loco-
motive is ons of forty which has been
ordered by the New York Central. With
one of these locomotives trains of ten or
more cars may be hauled at express
speed of sixty to seventy miles per hour.
The design and method of control are
such that two or more locomotives can
be coupled together and oremed by a
single engineer from the leading cab,
the size of the train under control of one
engineer being practically nnlimited so
far.as the question of motive power is
concerned,

The loccmotive is double ended and
symmetrical in construction and can be
run in either direction with equal facility,
{ts maximum horse power is approxi-
mately 8,000, which is considerably
reater than that of the largest steam
ocomotive.
