DIVERSE OPINIONS.
Henri Rochefort declared i the lead-
ing editorial in yesterday's Paris Intran-
sigeant he has positive proof that five
fishing bosts which returned to Hull
fourteen hours after the other boats of
the fleet arrived there, were swarming
with Japanese, The editorial also says
that these boats carried a cargo of high
explosives, destined to. destruy the Ras-
sian vessels, even at the cost of the lives
of the Japaoese and the destruction of
the British fishing craft. He adds that
the Japanese ware hent upon gelting ex-
sct details of the strehgth of the Russian
flest. Their delay of fourteen hours,
sccording to Rochefort, was due 1o the
necessity ot disposing of the tell-tale ex-
plosives before returning to port. He
further asserts that Reuter's Agency,
¢swhich is always with the Japanese and
against Russis,”” bad already casually
announced the presence of a score of
Japanese craft ia the channel and along
the English coast, leaving it to be in-
ferred that they had come to watch the
transit of Venus, ‘‘which will occur
eighty-six years hence.”
“I only published the article after
proofs had been submitted to me show-
ing the presence of Japanese among
the fishermen,”” suid FEditor Roche-
fort last night. I am uncer-
tain whether Japanese torpedo bouls
sctually were there, for their ap-
proach should have been reporied on
the way, and il Eogland furnished the
Japanese two such vessels, it was the
gravest kind of breach of npeutrality.
But 1 have not the leastdoubt that there
were Japanese among the fishermen.
England practically admits it by her
precipitavcy in demanding apology,
money, and punishment of the officers
to close the incident.
“If war shiould come—which I do not
believe will happen—Eogland can easily
crush the Russian fleet, and is strong
enough to cope with the fleets of United
Europe.
«3till, as I said editorially yesterday
morning, France is in a ition where
she must choose between dishonor and
death, If Eogland sattacks Russia, we
must ftand by our ally or forfeit our
hooor. But to be embroiled in such a
contest would be fatal to Fraoce.”
Editor Lochefort showed a letter he
bad just received, signed M. de Gretion,
assuring bim that his information, as
published, was exact, and that the Rus-
sian suthorities had been aware of the
presence of Japanese at Hull for two
months.  Editor Rochefort observed:
M. de Greffon is an officerof high rank
in the Russian navy.”

An officer of the British navy pre-
dicted yesterday afternoon that it wounld
be demonstrated in the inquiry at Vigo
that Russians fired at their own topedo
boats, and probably sank one of them.
As a corollary to this prediction (he
officer also predicted it wonld be made
clear that Admiral Rojestvensky knew
this when he wrote his report, which was
published with considerable fullness to-
day.
