MARQUISE DES MONSTIERS

vDear Editor: It may interest some
of your readers to know that the Mar-
quise des Moustires Meriaville, formerly
Miss M. (5. Caldwell, who, it will be re-
membered, founded the Roman Catholic
University av Washington some years
sge, hus entirely repudiated her former
creed. In an interview with me the
other day she said:

i Yen, it istrue that I have left the
Roman Catholic Church, Since I have
been living in Europe my eyes have
been opened to what that church really
js, ond to its anything but sanctity,
But the trouble goes much further back
than this. Being naturally religious,
my imagination was eagerly caught by
the iden of doing something to lift the
church from the lowly position which it
occnpied in America; so | thooght of &
university, or higher school, where its
clergy could be educated aund, i pos~
sible. refined. Of course, in this I was
greatly influenced by Bishop Spaldiog, of

Peoria, who represented it to me as one

of the greatest works of the day.

When I was 21 I turned over to them | -

one-third of my fortune for that purpose.
But for years | have been Lrying to rid
myself of the subtle yet overwhelming
jnfluenes of » church which pretends not
ouly to the privilege of being ‘the only
true chureh,’ but ot being alone able to
open the gates of hLeuven to a sarrowful,
sinful world. At last my honest Protest-
ant blood has asserted itself und I now
forever repudiate and cast off ‘the yoke
of Rome,”""

missed me,

1t will be remembered that the Mar-
quise des Monstiers Merinville and her
wister, the Baroness von Zedwitz, are the
dnughters of the late William S. Cald-
well and nis wife, who was Miss Breck-
inridge, of Kentucky. Shortly before
his death Mr. Caldwell became a con-
vert to Roman Catholicism and left his
children to the care of Irish Roman
Catholics in New York, whom hemet
in church circles, The younger sister
wmurried some 15 years sgo, a German
nobleman, & Lutheran, and hassince then
also left the Roman Catholic communion.
The elder has been in bad health for some
vears from having o occupy & posi-
tion before the world ss & prominent
Roman Catholie, which was not & real
one, aad into which ber extreme gener-
osity led her as a young and intexreri-
enced girl. Now, at last, her own mind
hins assarted itselt and she returns to the
«wreed of her ancestors.”'

It is believed among the laity in
Washingfon that the renunciation of the
Cutholic faith by the Marquise Jes
Monstiers Merinville may have been
influenced by the politics of Franca.
