The Missing Baltimore Dentlst.

The Baltimore police are drawing the
lines about Dr. Edward Brisbane Daw-
son, the fugitive dentist, who was in-
dicted Monday for felunious assault upon
four inmates of tiue Kelso Home, in
Forest Park. It is thought that the
young man is in New York and every
ateamboat wharf and railrond depot has
been watched wivce Monday noon. A
Jetter was received in Baltimore Tuesday
evening, which was mailed from New
York late Monday night by Dawson.
It was turned over Lo the police at head-
quarters yesterday, and, with this valu-
able clue, the detectives expect to draw
the net closer about the young man,

Dawson wrote the letter to his broth-
sr-in-law, Mr. Herbert Green, of Forent
Park, but he did not direct the letter to
that gentlemen, Instead, be placed the
epistle in an envelope, which headdressed
to n man who was once very friendly,
with the request that it be delivered.
The fugitive stated iu the letter that he
was i eat of the charges upon which
he was indicted, and says that he re-
mains away from the city becanse he
feels keenly the shock of such charges,
and that be waiting for the feeling
against him to tone down. He assured
his brother-in-law and wife chat every-
thing would blow over within a couple
of weeks and that he would return to his
home.

A head-on collision belween Lwo
trains of the Danville and Western

yeste:(ay made public the text of & mani-

festo of the revolutionary, socialist and
other opprition parties 1o Russia, which
he says, was issued simultancously
throughout Europe. The manifesto is
signed by representatives of the various
revolutionary aud socialist parties of the
smpire, particularly in European, Rus
sia, Poland aud Finland, who recently
have been bolding secret meetings. The
manilesto leaves the individual parties
free to pursue their own methods of oppo-
sition totie government, but pledges the
union of all the elements of the opposi-
tion to secure “the abolition of autocracy
and the substitution of a democratic
systemn based upon universsl suffrage,
the revocation of the measure destructive
of the constitution of Finland and the
suppression of the vielence of the central
government sgninst various sections of
the empire.”” The manifesto closes as
follows : *“The parties represented here-
with unite their eflorts for the purpose of
hastening the inevitable fall of abala-
tism.” M. Jaures says that the unitingof
ihejopposition parties inpartof the move-
ment for the adoption ofa democratic in-
stitation in Russia, which, he declares
will be the most important historical
gchiavement since (he Freoch Revolu-
tion.
