It undoubtedly was the
accidental exploaion of an anarchiat
bomb, killing those who intended to
use it."

St. Peteraburg, March 11..Tbe in-
vestigation of the exploaion of a bomb
which occurred in the Briatol Hotel laat
nigbt showa that it happened in tbe
room of an Englishraan oamed McCul-
lock, and waa tbe reault of an accident.
The police believe that McCullock waa

a aocialist aud tbat he waa planniog an

aaaaaaination. Tbe investigation shows
tbat tbe bomb waa being filled and ap-
parently dropped to the floor. McCui-
lock was killed by the di6cbarge and
four otber inmatea of the botel were

injured. McCullock had been living at
the hotel for a month and had intended
to leave today. The hotel caught fire
after the exploaion, but tbe blaze waa

extinguished in a short time. The ex¬

ploaion wrecked the room in which it
occurred. The furniture waa splintered
and parts throwu through the window
into St. Iaaac's Square. The Briatol
Hotel is located very near the offices of
the Council of State. and the exploaion
cauaed a great deal of excitement in the
neighborhood.

rushing toward the north. By this move-
ment tbe Rusaians hava been enveloped
between tbe wedge and General Oku's
army on the west. In this pasitiou the
retreat loat all sembiance of order, tbe
Ruasians flying wildly.

Rusaians laat bsavily during thess
manoeuvrea, The heavy guna of the
Japanese were trained on the routed
section3 and wrought awful havoc in the
ranks ol tbe unprotected enemy, whose
only thougbt waa to getbevond range.
By tbe wedge movement the large

force of the Rusaians waa corraled, The
Ruasians are naw fightiog desperately
to pierce the cordou. Many ol the mili-
tary experta here are of the opinion tha*
General Nogi, with tha Port Arthur
veterans, has cut bis way through on

tbe north and will prevent this.
Tho Japanese are purauing the same*

tautica of cutting up the enemy into
aections in their attacks in other
directiooa. The euveloping movement
has succeeded, aa reperted by Field
Marahal Oyama, and tbe Japaneae are

directing thair energies now to the
annihilation of thesubforces or forcing
them ta surrender.

It now seema inevitable but that the
Japane»e movement will sqcceed and
that the entire Ruasian army will be cut
up. The Rusaians have loat pfactically
all their beavy guns, and their hurried
retreat offers no opportuaity for prepar-
ing deleuses to aseet the Japaneae attack,

Advicea are being received oonatantly,
and theae indicate that Gen. Nogi baa
completed efleclive juncture with the
forcea of General Kuroki 011 the eaat,
thua completing the cordou. The extent
of the Ruaaian caaualtiea ia still in doubt,
but it ia known that the loaaea of guns
and ammunition are enormous. It ia
impoaaible to obtain eveu approximate
figures aa to tbe uumber of men Kuro¬
patkin haa loat, but iocai eatimates place
tbe number of prisoners that have been
taken alrea'dy at between 20,000 and
50,000.

It ia not clear wbether General Kuro¬
patkin had planned to niake a stand aud
hold his line north of the Hun river or

whetber he retired too late to accom-

pliahed the concentration of hia forcea
after withdrawiug from that position.

II tha Japanese forces succeed in bar-
riog the retreat by way of Fuahun, and
Tieliog only a renwaut of General
t^uropatkiu's army cau escape.

St. Petersbutg. March U.-^Nine
l«undred officers of tbeManchurian army
have aigned a round robin addressed to
Geo, Kuropatkin, demanding the con-
cluaion of hoatilitlesuwing to tbe menace
of a famine. The troepaarc discouraged
as the result of tho chronic failure of
their efforts.

St. Petersburg, March 11..Every
eftort is being made by the officials to
onceal the enormity of the Russiaa
disaster from the people. The general
public is notyet aware ol l(uropatkin's
scrious position. Tb^eofhcials maiutain
a contident front, saying that he will
iindoubtedlv be ab|e to extricate hini-
self.

With General Oku's Army (Undated).
.We captured Sujatou, wbere tbe main
Russian supply depot was located, after
a desperate couliict, securing enormous

quantiiics of supplies, iucluding 60,000
rifies and cartridges.

St. Peteraburg, March 11..Your
correspondent hears a rumor which aa

yet he haa net been abletocooSrm, that
the Czar is conaidering the aummoning
of a apecial council to consider condi-
tiona of pcace. Tbe informant states
that this does not neceaaarily mean that
peace will aurely follow, for after taking
the opinion of hia advisora, the Oaar
may decide to continue the struggle.
Almoat every body that your correspon¬
dent meets says that tbe battle of Muk-
den sbould end the war, bi|t adda that
as soan as bostilitiei^end, the govern-
tnent muat prepare to'reaume the strug-
gle aome time in the future. The
general depreaaion is very acute.

Laat Act in the Strike.
New York, March 11..With the

strikeoftheemployesof the Interborough
Rapid Transit Compaoy completely
broken, the officials of the company are

giving their attentian today to bringiug
the trauaportation facilities up to normal
ou the elevated and subway lines. \ear-
ly 2,000 of the strikers have applied for
work but leaa tban 200 were giyeq their
positions back. Tbe company has de
termined to rigidly enforce its forty-year
age limit in dealing with all of tbe
strikers, who seek their old Jobs. This
will bar out nearly sixty per cent. ol tlie
motormen. The strike leaders were still
poaitive this morning that the atrike
would be a succeas. They were alone
iu their belief. The employea or the
road wbo did not gooo atrike will be re-

warded with two weeks' extra pay. This
means evtry one from Vice President
Bryan and General Manager Hedley to
the office boy. Some 2,000 employes
remained with the company.

W'hat bope tbe leaders of the strike
had for its succeas must bave died out

today, for hundreda of men applied at
the company's offlcea for their old po¬
sitions, and thase who persevered in
standing by the union were but a scat-
tered few at strikers headq'uarters.
Tbe headquartera of the strikers this

morning, was steeped in gloom, and tbe
language uttered against the leiders
aerved to make tbeatmoapbereatill more
blue. Jenckea and Pepper wera eagerly
sought by strikers, who had something
to say to them. They were among thoae
absent.

The Chadwick Caee.
