Heroic Act of 8 Woman,

Three highwaymen with blackjacks
and revolvers attacked Dominick Danzo,
a wealthy produce merchan:, in Twenty-

8o sudden was the attack that she was
thrown from her feet, but arising, she
dealt the man with the revolver a hard
Yiow on the head with her umbrel] han-
dle. He was staggered by the bluw, and
before he could recover a second knouck
on the hesd sent him to his knees, A
blew from a blackjuck felled the girl, but
in the meantime her screams had brought
seversl policemen to the scepe. Two of
the rofbers had run away before the po-
lice arrived, but the one who had been
felled by the girl's umbrella was left be-
hind. He regained his feet and broke
into a run with the officers only & few
yards behind bim. lle refused to halt
even when balf a dozen shots sped after
him, but fuoally was overtaken and
beaten into uncopsciousness afler a
fierce struggle with his caplors.
