When
Judge Aspinall asked them which one
signed the check they bothsaid “L'did,”
in chorus, and each said the other was
entirly blameless and koew nothing
abaut the transaction Yesterday morn-
ing, however, their lawyers did all the
talking, and each tried toshiftthe blame
‘rom his client to the otner of the pair.
Fyans was hrought out by his lawyer,
John 1L, Griffith, who immediately be-
ean to make a plen for clemency on the
gicund that Evans was a member of a
good family, who had been led astray
by circumstances.

The judge answered: ‘It is true that
the defendant was a member of a good
family in the South, but he came North
bere, married this girl and committed
forgery.  There can be no clemency. I
sentetice him to Elmira Reformatory."

Evans turned on his heel and walked
back to the cell without changing the
stolid expression on his fuce.

Contents of Mysterions Trunks,
The contents of the vight mysterious

trunks unearthed by government Secret
Service men in the vaults of the National
Safe Deposit Company in Chicago oceu-
pied the attention yesterday of a federal
grand jury, which is investigaling the
aifairs o1 the so-called beet trust, A
subpoena duces tecum for Daniel Peck-
ham, secretary of the depository com-
pany, was issued by Federal Judge Lan-
dis to force the company to produce
the trunks in the jury-room, The trunks
were taken to the office of District At-
torney Morrison, where, it is said, they
were opened and their contenls exam-
ined, As to what the trunks contained
and what their connection with the
present investigation might be, was un
koown to those ontside the jury-room, as
government officers refused to discuss
the subject. I doo’t know a thing
about these truuks.'' said Secretary
Peckham, after baving been served with
the subpoena. ‘I cannul say who de-
posited the trunks in the vaulls, be-
cause that would be violating business
ethics.”” The mandate of the United
States Supreme Court in  the ease
against the meat packers has been filed
in the Federal Circuit Court, The
mandate modifies the injunction issued
by the Circuit Court.
