The distinetion is
ahown by section 21 of the constitution,
whereas u prerequisite to vote one has to
pay all taxes assessed or assessuble
against him nnder this (not the former)
constitution for three years next preced-
ing &c, Next year, 1906, taxes under
the former constitution for registration
will not be required, for the plain reason
that the only taxes then sssesable for
the preceeding years are for 1903-04-
05, all under the new constitution. Mr.

From Washington.
‘Carrespondence of the Alexandris Gazetle.]
Washington, 1. C., April 14.

The State Department has received
an  official report from Manila con-
firming the press dispatches that a
Russian hospital ship has put ioto Sai-
gon, Cochin China, with wounded sailor
aboard. Notwithstanding reports receiy-
ed by ithe government to the effect thal
the Russinn hospital ship putinto Saigon
with wounded aboard, navy officers bere
generally do not believe that an engage-
ment has vet taken place. Although
the disputehes disetinetly said “‘wound-
ed'* were aboard, it is believed bere that
the ship contained principally sailors
who have fallen ill on account of Rojest-
vensky’s long cruise in the tropies, with
possibly some who may have been wound-
ed as the result of an accident at target
practice. It is"pointed ont that had an
engagement ocenrred a report of it would
certainly have been received bofore this,

Forty YEARS ugo tonight President
Lincotn was futally shot by Johp Wilkes
Boothe in Ford's Theatre,in Washiogton,
since which time two other occupants of
the White House have met a similar fate,
The murder of President Lincoln occur-
red at a time when the portion of the
country he represented was rejoicing over
the termination of the four years' war,
and on the night following & period of
festivity in this city when parades mov-
ol all the afternoon and illuminations
and bonfires were in evidence at night.
The rejoicing was suddenly changed in-
to exasperation, and the running down
and killing of Boothe and the arrest and
speedy conviction of the alleged conspira-
tors were matters of a few days, Tn their
frenzy the authorities made many blun-
ders, the most serious being the execn-
tion of & woman who, it was subsequent-
1 seen, had commitled nocapital offense,
But all those things have long been mat-

London, April 14.—A dispateh to the
Central News from Tekio says thai u
state of siege has been officially declared
to have existed since April 13 within
the harbor limits and in the vicinity of
Makung, in the Pengu lalunds and the
Peseadores. A naval court of inguiry
has slso been created at Makung and a
tenporary naval prison established, The
Pengu anid Pescadorea islunds are locat-
ed in Formosa strait, between Formosa
and Chioa, Makung is a fortified town
on the largest island in the group. It
has & good harbor, although it is not
easily accessible,

On April 11 the Japanese govern-
ment announced the closing of the har-
bor of Kilung, on the northern const of
Formosa, to all foreign vessels. The
seigure of Kakung would seem to indi-
cate that Admiral Togo is making it his
new base and that be is watehing the
Formosa strait closely.

Execution of Murderers,

Joweph
Miller was banged at §:42,  Laster was
a lialf breed aud desperado of the worst
character. He shot and killed Max
Woollenberg, s merchant of Paterson,
Iust June, Laster attempted to steal a
satchel from Woollenberg's store, and
waua detected.  Laster pulled a revolver
and shot Woolleoberg, but not before an
alarm was sounded. In his flight Las-
ter whot a4 policemsan named Henry Van-
derhioof, badly wounding him. He was
Inter apprehended -in a house in the
suburbs of the city, His trial and con-
viction speedily followed. Last Sunday
Laster overpowered a keeper and, seizing
a revolver, started for Joseph M ller's
cell to release him. Miller refused to
lgave his cell, Two reserve oflicers
made n rush lor Laster, and he shot
officer Perry, e was overcome and
wanacled and taken to avother cell,

Miller killed Mra, Celine Stewart, a
young married woman, by backing ber
to eath in her home at Midvale, near
bere, on Neptember 30 last,  Miller was
arrested b of hissuspicions actions
and certain incriminating evidence was
foynd in his home which convioced the
jury of his guilt.  Miller was a degener-
ateand several times bad attempted crimi-
nal assanlts on women, Miller was a

egro.
Joseph Miller, also colored was hang:
ed for the murder of Mrs. Celine Stewart
He was led out after Laster's body had
been removed,  Miller walked firmly to
the scaffold and was accompanied by Rer.
Dr. Searborough. The trap was sprung
st 9:43, and the body was allowed to
hang for ten minutes.  Miller also refus-
ed to confess his crime. Neither Laster
nor Miller was allowed to make any state-
ment on the gallows. Thedouble hang-
ing was the first affair of its kind in this
State.
