Duchiess will rest, as the preparations
for the wedding have been most fa-
tigning. About 50 costumes have been
fitted and refitted on her during the last
six weeks, which has meant standing for
hours every day. Recently the Duch-
ess has also been obliged to give daily
sitlings to a portrait painter,

The bridal dress of the Duchess Ce-
cilia was made in Paris of material of &
specially heavy cloth of silver, with
silver embroideriogs an inch wide, Tt
was woven in Russia. The train was
woven in Germany. It took three
mon(hs to make, and it is & masterpiece
ot hand weaving. The silver embroid-
ering is on rose ground. The train is
18 feet long by 6 feet § inches wide
There are other arrangements of flowers
and foliage, The restof the robe is of
