Queer Hatching Processes.

The Chilean frog, knowu also as Dar-
win's frog, s unlgue o itd wethod of
hatehing eggs. The female Is not ab-
normal, but the male bas n lnrge pouch
which underlies Its whole body and Is
connected with its mouth by two open-
{ngs, one on elther side of its tongue.
When hls mate has luld ber eggs this
devoted parent tukes them Into his fore
paws and places them luslde his mouth,
whence they presently pass by the two
passages into the expectant pouch,
Here they remaln In warm and safe so-
cluslon until they are hatched and
emerge &8 newhorn tadpoles to the
lght. The breeding bhabits of the mid-
wife frog are not less siogular. He
wiods the strings of new lald eggs
round his hind legs and vanishes Into
a convenlent hole till they are hatched.
The Surinam toad places eggs one by
one In hexngonial cells formed In the
back of the mother toad, whence In due
time they bop out, not tadpoles, but
perfect toads.

The Ease of Normal Death.

According to & scientlst, the lmmed)-
ate cause of death In all but very ex-
ceptlonal cases, such ns accident, Is the
polsoning of the nervous centers by
carbonfe acld, which accumulates In the
blood owing to the fallure of the ar
rangement for 1ts removal. “This gas
1s an aoaesthetle,” he explalns, “und
has, Indeed, been employed as such,
both Joeally and otherwise. This prop-
erty of carboule acld may be termed a
merclful provision of nature, Normal
denth I8 & painless occurrence, usaally
preceded by gradual loss of consclcuas:
ness entalllng no more suffering than
golng to sleep, The aecumulation of
this merciful gus often Induces muscu-
lar contractlon or spasms, which are
preceded by loss of consclotsness, but
which may have suggested to uncritical
observers that thelr moribund subject
was In agony.
