“The question of an armistice is one
(hat is considered at formal meetings,
and | can assure you thal President
Roosevelt made no request for an arm-
istice.”

Inquiry was made of Mr. Sato as to
the attitude of the Japanese on the ques-
tion of an armistice, and he replied :
i Japan is perfecily willing to agree to
an armistice after the credentials of both
have been examined
and eertified, The exsvmination of
credentials  must necessarily be the
first duty of the peace delegates
tn  asceriain  that all  are quali-
fied to net in the eapacity to which they
are represented,  In the negotistions for
peace that ended the Chinese war I re-
member there was much delay becanse
the credentinls of one of the Chinese
plenipotentiaries did not bear the Em-
peror's wea ) gmminghiln plenary powers,
Haowever, 1 think an armistice will be
agre sl upon after the commissions enter
formally upon their work. It has been
the custom in all pesce negotiations to
cense hostilities during the convention
of peace plenipotentiaries,” .

Mr. Sato was usked as to the definiwe
powers of the members of his commis-
wion, and he said: ““They have power
to reject any proposal and commit the
Japanese government o any document
they may sign, subject, of course, 1o the
sunetion of the Emperor.'

The reports that China intended ask-
ing an indemnity Mr. Soto bad read, and
regarding this he said :

“China could not ask any indemnity
of Japan, It was her inability or un-
willingness to keep Russia out of Man-
churia that forced us into the war."

Throtghont the day Baron Komura
applied bimseli closely (o his official
duties. Many dispatches are transmit-
ted ta and from Tokio, and all the secre-
taries with the suite are taxed with an
ennrmous amount of work.

Last night Baron Komura and his
suite dined with the trostees of the Jap-
anese Club,

Mr. Sato commented upon the recey-
tion to Secretary Taft in Tokio, and said
he had read the reporis with deep inter-
est, The fact that the historic Chry-
santhe Gardens had been thrown open
to the Secretary, Mr. Sato =aid, was
indicative of the feeling toward Ameri-
cans in Japan.

“These gardens are almost sacred in
our conntry,” said Mr, Sato, “and this
ix the first time they have besn opened
to a foreign citizen, 1t is & marked dis-
tinction and honor,
for our own people but twice a year.”
