Washington, D, C,, October 10—
Conference for the purpose of deter-
miniug what part, if any, of the fureign
debt of Colombia shall be assumed by
the republic of Panama will be held at
2:30 o'clock Thursday afterncon at the
State Department.  Sepnor Mendoza, the
Colombian Minister; Senor Chaldia, the
Panaman Minister; Secretary Boot and
Minister Barrett, until lately the United
States representative at Panama, will be
the conference. The foreign loans of
Colombia, which amounts to about five
million dollars, were largely obtained
by that country because of the fact that
Panama was one of her integral parts
foreigners recognizing the isthmus as n
valuable asset of Colombia.

When Panama seceded from Colombia
the letter's foreign creditors began to get
uneasy and hrought pressure o bear for
payment. Colombia holds that inus-
much a8 Panama shared to some extent
in the benefits of the loans she should
bear a part of the burden. She proposes
that the division should be made on a
pro rata share according to population.
The population of Panama is about 300,
000 and that of Colombiasomething over
3,000,000, Panama’s shareon this basis
would be about one-tenth or §500,000,
Of course Panama wants to evade any
payuaent whatever, but in view of the
general desire that Columbia should rec-
ognize P pendence and re-
sume pleasant relations with her former
dependency, the United Btates has urged
that an agreement be reached. [t is be-
lieved that the resull of Thursday’s con-
ference will be to provide for n payment
of half & million in gold by Panama tu
Columbia. [t is probable, however, that
certain conditions regarding trade and
commerce between the two countries will
be included in the agreement, which
may take the form of a treaty.

To be Placed in Siberia,

St. Petershurg, Oct, 10.—The plans
of the government for colonizing the sol-
diers who have been engaged in Man-
churia Juring the war instead of bringing
them home, whereit is feared they would
add to the internal dissatisfaction, are
gradually taking shape, The plan is o
ofter inducements to the soldiers in the
shape of land and loans to develop it, in
the hope that large settlements of former
soldiers will be established in Siberin,
Each soldier will be allowed a claim of
100 acres in Siberia and the government
will lonn each settler 100 roubles to be
paid at the end ot four years, without in-
terest, Officers who were decorated for
bravery during the war will be entitled
to 400 acres of land and a loan of 400
roubles, There is really a double pur-
pose on the partof the government in of-
fering these inducements to soldiers 1o
remain in Siberia. There is little doubt
that with great bodiesof the xoldiers, who
have become disgusted with the military
regime in Manchuria, coming home the
unrest which alrendy prevails throughout
Ruossia would be increased. Then, too,
if colonies are created in Siberin it means
that Russia will have a large population
which could easily be converted into
army in the east in case of & war in the
future.

Destractive Fire in Boston,

Boston, Oct. 10.—Seven buildings
were destroyed and thirty horses burned
in a fire this morning in the block bound-
ed by First, B and C streets and the
Commonwealth lands, south Boston.
The damage is estimated at $705,000,
The fire started in the stable of H. Gal-
vin, and the fullowing buildings were
also destroyed :  The wooden foundry of
R. E. Estabrook & Sons; stable of W.
I1. Whippe; stable of . Milton; stable
of Joho Wood; stable of Fitzgerald &
Co. ; factory of W. H. Stone & Co., mau-
ulncturers of wagons and caravans,
Thirty horses which were in Galvin's

atable were lost. The plant of the
Brookline Cooperage Company was
slightly damaged.

Senator Aldrich to Stand Pat,

Washington, D. €., October 10—
Senator Aldrich, of Rbode Island,
chairman of the Senate commitiee on
finance and & prominent republican
leader, is honnnglmhndmul con-
ferences with the President and other of-
ficials of the administration, Itcan be
stated that Senator Aldrich during the
coming session of Congress will
atdy efforts to secure a reduction of the
tarift rates aod is in favor of no financial
legislation except the passage of a bill lo
enable the proposed Panams canal bonds
to be used as a basis of national bank
circulation on the same terms as exist-
ing boods are used. Through an
oversight the origioal Panama canal
act suthorizing the issuance of bonds to
meet the expenses of construction
made no provision for their use by
the banks as security for their circula-
inn.  Without some special legislation
such circulation based on the caval
bonds would be subject to a tax of one
per cent.,whereas that based on all other
two per cent bonds of the government is
only one-half of one per cent. Uhe im-
portance of this is that the law provides
that the canal bonds, which are tv be is-
sued from time to time to the amount of
£130,000,000, shall bear two per cent
interest and be sold at par.  Unless the
banks can make use of the eanal bonds
to deposit i the Treasury as « basis for
their circulation it will be impossible to
sell them at par. A bill to remedy
thia defect was introduced lust sessivn but
becanse there was no immediate pressing
necessary for its passage it was allowed
to die, It will be necessary to pass it
early in the coming session in order to
meet the expenses of the prosecution of
the eanal work. Ouo the tarift question
Senator Aldrich is understood to be in
favor of the adoption of legislation to
establish maximum aod minimom rates
with the present Dingley law rates re-
tained as the minimom, This would be
a defensive messure and would place in
the hands of the ndministration sn effec-
tive weapon to meet the mew German
tarifl or any other similar hostile legisla-
tion by other foreign countries.

Alleged Illegal Fishing,

Krie, Pa., Oet. 10.—Fishermen at
this port are thoroughly frighteued over
yesterday’s developments in the alleged
illegal fishing which has been conducted
lutely by some of the American fishing
tugs, Iishing Tuo: Valiant of this
port, which was captured by the U, 8
Revenue Cutter Morrill, of Long Point,
in Luke Erie yesterday afternoon is the
inf%ﬁl boat of the Booth Fish Company,
and her loss to that company is con-
siderable. On board the captured ves-
sel when towed into port here last night,
were Captain Oscar Cornelivs, of Cleve-
land, Ohio, the engineer, and four Fish-
ermen of the crew. Tne Captain will
make n statement to the officers of the
Booth Company today, explaining their
position in the Lake when captured.
It is thought Cuptain Cornelivs will
maintain that so long as the Canadian
cruiser Vigilant, which passed hiin sev-
eral times during the day, did not mo-
lest him, the revenue cutter had no right
to take him for pullivg vets that bad
drifted over the boundsry lines into
Canadian  waters, The Valiant was
tuken as she was fishing in mid-lake
west of Conneaut harbor, Ohio, and had
only about six hundred pounds of fish
aboard. Her *captain was notified he
was under arrest apd ordered to make
ready to be taken in tow.

The captain of other togs fishing in the
vielnity were warned that they would be
placed under arrest today. These tugs nre
also 1n port, hut have not as yet been taken
over by the Morrill.
