Oscar Stravs, of New York, called
upon the President this moroing to con-
sult with him ss to whether there was
any possibility of action which would res
sult in & mitigation of the horrors con-
nected with the massacre of the Jews in
Russia, The President stated that he
tad been watching with the deepest con-
cern the repoits of these massacres und
that he had been appealed to within the
last few weeks to try L take some action,
not only on behalf of the Jews in Rus-
sia, but on behalf of the Americans,
Poles and Finns, The President does
not see that any action can be taken by
this government at present that would
be of sny benefit to the suflerers for
whom he feels the keenest sympathy.

LULL IN THE STORM.

There is not the slightest doubt but
that the Russian press and people dis-
trust the Emperor's promise of freedom.
The revolutionary movement is only
halted pending further aetivn by the
government. The Emperor and Witte
realize the situation.

An official communieation points out
that the publication of the Emperor's
manifesto of October 80 has not yet
pacified the country, and declares it in-
dispensable that all classes of the popu-
lation shall refrain from actions which
might render the situation more acute
and to exercise the greater circumspec-
tion in relations between the different
classes of the populstion in order to
avoid conflicts and disorders, which the
government must suppress Lo insure
immunity of the person and property of
all citizens in Russia of all nationalities
and religions.

The manifesto is ordered sent to the
heads of all ndministrations,

The rether faint praise with which
the leading newspapers, appearing for
the first time in over & week, greet the
new coostitutionul regime, indicates dis-
trust in the government's sincerity, but
all assume that this sounds the knell of
autocratic power,

By sgreement all the newspapers lead
their columns with the announcement of
the freedom of the press, and they have
banded themselves together to hereafter
defy o1l srbitrary attempis at eensor
ship, Their editoriale manifest little
spirit of gratitude lo the Emperor.

A most urgent demund ismade for the
immediate removal of General Trepofl.

Fatal encounters botween the soldiers
and the populace and unti-Jewish ex-
cosses are reported from maoy places in
the provinces. On Saturday and yes-
terday at Kremenchug 20 persons were
killedand 50 injured. At Kutais a mili-
tary train was wrecked apa nine soldiers
were killed or injured on bath sides,

At Berdichefl seversl persons were
killed or injured, and at Minsk serious
rioting arose through the troops prevent-
ing & meeting of citizens, A hundred
were killed and 600 wounded.

The massacre and pillage of the Jews
continues st Kishinefl,

Yesterday passed in St. Petersburg
without disorder or bloodshed. The
social democrats and revolutionists had
planned 8 mammoth demonstration in
connection with the funerals of those
killed in last week's riote. Late Satar-
day wvight, however, when it became
koown thut General Trepoft would not
permit a big demonstration threatening
disorder, and that the mayor had issued
a proclamsation saying that the atreets
were no place for the airiog of political
grievances, the socinlist leaders called
off their Flana. Accordiogly the funerals
were held in private and workmen at-
tended memorial services in the various
mills,

(ireat patriptic demonstrations were
held in the streets of Warsaw yesterday
by crowds estimated at 200,000 persons.
Processions, headed by clergy and
singing *‘God save Poland,” paraded
the principal streets,

8t. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—The corres-
dent of the Publishers Press today
nterviewed a prominent liberal official
who ssid: “The attempts to fasten the
blame of the past week's aoti-Jews mas-
sacres on the buresucracy and the rough
element of the towns where the murders
were committed, are unsatisfactory,
The whole Rossian nation must shoul-
der the responsibility, because putlic
sentiment favored these massacres or al
least regarded them with indifference.
Every one in Bunia;gud- the Jews
a8 legitimate prey. When the full re-
rts are available it will be shown that
tween 30,000 and 40,000 Jews bave
killed or iojured, while there has not
been a voice in all Rusaia raised in pro-
test, and not an authoritative word said
in condemnation of these massacres,
This is even more horrible than the mas-
sacres themselves, for it really presents
doubts nx to whether the Russian people
can successfully run their own govern-
ment. Certainly the Jews canpot hope
to gain freedom under a liberal Rus-
sian government unless they fight for
it just s the liberals are fighting the
autoeracy for their own liberty."

France and Veneguela,

Paris, Nov, 6,—The answer glven by
President CUsstro of Venezuela in the
dispute with the French government,
which was delivered in & note to United
States Minister Russell, who is in
charge of the matter, has not given sat-
istaction here, Venezuela expressed its
willingness to withdraw its note con-
cerning M. Taigny, the Freoch charge
d'affuires at Caracas, if the French
government likewiss would recall its re-
quest that Veoezuela withdraw that part
of its note which gave notice that Vene-
zuela would not treat further with M.
Taigoy uotil he apologized for his state-
ment that the French cable company
should be treated unjustly, The gov-
ernment considers that the settlement of
the question has not been advanced
through this note, but the negotiations
will continue as the tone of the message
is more courteous than has previously
been employed, and France does not
wish to resort to coercion while any
hope of amicable settiement remains.
The withdrawal of President Castro's
original note is still deemed necessary as
well as that full justice shall be done
the French cable company.

King Alfunso in Berlin.

Berlin, Nov. 6.—King Alfonso, of
Spain, arrived here this afternoon, on a
visit to the German emperor. This is
his first formal visit sioce his accession
to the Spanish throne, and he was re-
ceived with great pomp and ceremony.
A determined effort will now be made
to detach Spain from FEogland and
France and to gain Spanish support for
Giermany. The personal element plays
 great part io international European
politics, and the striking personality of
the Kaiser counts for g great deal, The
Kaiser will exert all his personal fasci-
pation in order o gain the sympathies
ot Kiog Altonso and therehy influence
the foreign policy of Spain in a direr-
tion favorable to Germany. The de-
velopment of events will show whether
the Kniser meets with success, or wheth-
er King Alfonso will remain proof
agaiost the personal allurements of the
elder monarch,

Polander Murdered:

New York, Nov, 6.— Because a party
of four Poles, living in the tenement at
No. 56 Canal street, while playing eards
early today put one of their number out
of the game for abusiveness,the expelied
man shot all the others, killing one of
them and probably fatally wonnding
another. The murderer, who is described
to the police as Tony Miro, known in
the neighborhood us “Tony the Giant,”
escaped. The murdered man is Andrew
Ingioi, who lived oo the fourth floor of
the house, He waa sbout to be married
and had furnished rooms there in antici-
pation of his bride, Igoance Poutri-
witch was shot twice by Miro, one bullet
hitting him in the left shoulder, and an-
other in the chest over the heart. Jos.
Shipley, who accusses Miro of do-
ing the shooting, was shot in the right
