In
the informal dizcussion which followed,
the consensus of opinion was that the
United Siates government hod no juris-
diction in the matter, but that it rather
was & subject for the consideration of the
State and local authorities. Itis thought
by many people thut there is consider-
atle unnecessary whistle-blowiog in
cities.

Japan Under Heavy Debt.
In the budget, which was introduced
in the Japanese Pirlinment yesterday,

the ex venditures for the next fiseal year
are extimated at $515,000,000, includ-
ing 115,000,000 lor ordinary adminis-
trative expenses. Theordinary receipts
are estimated at 120,000,000, The de-
ficit of over £305,0¢0,000 will be met in
part Ly the war taxes and by the sales
of surplus materials, leaving a balance
of $215,000,000 to be liquidated main-
ly by the proceeds of & loan. O this
balance $75, 000,000, which is to be de-
voted to the payment of rewards, will be
paid in bonds. The goveromant also
expects lo receive about 40,000,000
from other sources, principally from the
Russian government in payment of the
cost of maintainiog Russiay prisoners ol
war in Japan. The loan to be floated
will approximate about §100,000,000
The estimates do not include the expenses
to heincurred in the development of
Korea and Manchuria,
