Death of Robert Portoer,

Mr. Robert Portwer, whose critical
illuess bad been mentioned in the Ga-
zetle, died yesterdny alternoon Al 4:40
W'elook at “*Aupaburg,’’  his coontry
bowe &l Maosssss. Mr. Portoer had
been in feeble beslth for a loog time,
il death came as the result of broo-
chial trouble. He left his city home in
Washington Sundsy, May 20, for Ma-
nassas, aod was tuken i1l there the fol-
lowing Toesday. His condition  grew
worse and it soon became evident that
his death was ipeviiable. Me leaves n
widow snd ten children—five sons and
five dsughters. Three ot his children —
two sons and n dsughter—died in recent
years, A sister and a brother of the de
cessed are living. His wife aod chil-
dren were at his bedside during his last
hours,

Robert Portner was born March 20,
1837, at Raluien, Westphalia, Prusais.
His early education was received in the
Prussian Military [ostitute sl Anoer-
burg, Saxony, to which he wan appoint-
ed by the crown. His fnther distin-
guishod Limeelt an Prussian soldier st
the buttle of Jenu daring the Napoleonic
wirs, which entitled his sons 10 the ap-
pointment I'hi deceased came 1o New
York in the early fifties and engaged in
mercantiile purauils. In 18G1 he came
to Alexandrin snd engaged in busioess
with Mr. Fred. Recker on the southeast
corner of Kiog and St Asaph sireets,
He luter entered the brewing business
Jd building which stood at the
porper of King aod Fayells
From this humble beginning
evoleed the extensive plaol on
Asanh sireet, known as the
Portuer Brewery. [In 1883 he incor-
porated  the  Hoberl Portner  Brew-
i Company ol Alex-m iris.  The Na-
tional  Capitnl  Brewiog Company
Washington was later orgauized, and
Mr. Portner became its vice president.
Mr. Portner was an eacly investigator of
urlifiinl refrigeration sod the firel refrig-
erating machine wis put in the brewery
here in 1878, At the time of his death
he held the following posiliups : Presi-
dent of the Rubert Portner Brewing
Company of Alexaudriag president of
the Ospital Construction Company of
Wishiogton; vice president of the Na-
tionnl  Capital  Brewing Company ol
Washington, and director in the Vir-
ginin Midland Ruilway, American Secur-
ity ana Trust Compauy ol Washington
and in the National Bank of Washing-
ton, He was the founder of the Ger-
man building and loan associations in
this city; of the Alexardria ship yard,
and of the German Bankiog Cowpany,
of which he wes president. Among the
other institutions in which he was inter-
estod ure the Riggs Fire losurance Com-
pany of Washington and the Nutionsl
Bank Bank of Maoassas. He removed
