If a
swiltly moving body Is, so to speak,
compelled to turn a corner, that It
should be subjected to stralns which

might result in ylelding !s easily con-
celvable, Regarded from this polnt of
view, the tlmes at which strata In

pelsmic straln glve way are to some
extent governed by erratic movements

in the rotation of our sphere, The
earthguake and the wabble may, how-
ever, be due to a common cause, and

the qrestlon therefore |8 one which re-
quires closer examination.—John Miloe
in Natlona] Review .

Other owners, less certaln as 1o
what color may appear when the first
coat bas been cast, have before now
made such singular entries aa “gray,
roan or chestnut.”—8t James' Gazetts,
The Porcapine's Quills,

The spines are very loosely attnched
to the porcupine, and they are very
sharp—as sharp as a needle at the
outer end.
