Westbound Chesspeake aud Ohio ves-
{ivuled train No. 5, known us the Old
Dominion express, from Washiogton aad
Norfolk to Cincinnati, which
through this city about 2:30 o'clock yes-
terday alternoon, WAa wrecked three
hours sud a balf |ater seven miles west
of Charlotteaville, near Ivy Depot, kill-
ing one man and iojuring seven others.
