Sttt Marks on Chinn,
Huntlng for stilt marks on old china

s often good Tun lu ftself, Almost ey-
ery old plece of flatware—L e, plates,
platters, suuvers, ele.—shows three It-
tle rough spots more of lérs clearly
marked on Dboth sites, usually on the
margin. These spots were made in the
firlng by the cockspur of stilts, the 1it-

tle tripods used between the plates io
plling them up in the kiln. The three
polnts where the cockspur touched the
plate cansed a défect In the glaze. Un-
fortunately stiit marks are not as*sure
a guarnutee of authentielty as some
collectors have supposed, for they are
not only ensy ta jmitate, but they are
sometimes impercijitiule on the old
Staffordshire. #urthermore, they ap-
pear very frequently on wmodern table-
ware of the cheaper sort and so are ne
gign of antiquity.—Country Life Id
